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ADMINISTRATION REPORT OF KIRKUK
DIVISION.

FOR PERIOD JANUARY 1st, 1919 TO
DECEMBER 31st, 19189.

I. TRIBAL AND GENERATL.

Administrative reports were submitted early in Junuary, 1919, covering
the year 1918, by the Assistant Political Officers of the Kirkuk and Kifri
Districts. At that time the unity of both Districts in o single Division was
assured; but no Divisional Politieal Oficer having been appointed, each
A.P.0. corresponded directly with the Civil Commissioner. This continued
until March when, by the appointment of an Officer as P.0O., Kirkuk, the
C.C. brought into operation tllu-. normal divisional devolution,

Boundaries.—The boundaries of the two constituent 1¥striets are (de-
seribed in the respective Reports for the year 1918. Those of the Division as
first regularly constituted muy well be réeapitulated here : —

East.—To include the Lakl, Sulili, Shuan, as far as they were in-
cluded in the Turkish nahiyali of that name, und to exclude
the Shaikh Bizaini, thence nlong the former boundary be-
tween the liwa of Kirkuk wnd the nahiyah of Chemchemal
passing wesl of the Jabburi linds and east of the Talebani
villages which acknowledge TTamid and enst of the Zangana
tribe at the junction (roughly) of the Chinzarin and Aq Su.
Thenee in a straight live to o point opposite to Maidan on the
Sirwun river.

South.—PFrom the point opposite Maidan down the Sirwan to the con-
fluence of the Nuhrin and the Sirwau (Diyalah).

West.—Trom the confluence above-mentioned along the cast of the
dabal Mamrin to and ineluding the Jabal Hamrin salt pans.
thence almost due north to strike the lesser Zab at Tall “Ali,

North.—Along the Zab to Altun Kupri, to include that pluce itself and
the Lakh villages on the north side of the river Zab o o point
west of Surdik where it joins the castern boundury commence-
ment.

In the months sinee the assipnment of the above bounduries, mivor modi-
fications only have oceurred.  These inelude the trunsfer to Arbil Division
of 5 villages of the Luk tribe, 6 miles north-east of Altun Kupri, on the right
bank of the lesser Zab; the transfer to Sulnimuniyal Division from Shuan
nahiyah the village of Kani Kochala, elose to Chemehemal, and the shifting
of the boundary line in the north-west corner o strike the lesser Zub 4 wiles
up from the Tigris, instend of 12 miles.  Foch of these alterations wus made
in agreement with the Officers of adjneent ureas.

The geographical features of the ares, markedly dilfering as they do from
‘Iraq, need no vepetition in view of their full presentation in the 1918 reports,

COMMUNIGATIONS .,

The development of communications during 1919, may however be dwelt
upon.  Maost of it has been due to the requirements and ageney of the military
forces.  The time-honoured mule-tracks and  rviver-crossings remuin un-
changed. The journey from Kifri to Khunigin, to Ialabjn and to Sulai-
maniyah by the directest routes remains o difficult one, similur to those from
Taug to Chemehemul, and from Kirkuk to Tak Tak and Keui Sanjak. South-
wards, the communications of Kifri with Baghdad and the Khulis are now
by Qizil Robat (via the admirable railway-bridge at Qural Ghan, completed
in the late autumn), Shahvaban and Ba‘qubali. The Jabal ITamrin voad, by
Qarah Tappal across the Sokualtutan or Abu Hajar passes, is falling into
disuse, nnfl is probably not worth maintaining. A new road connects Qarah
Tappah with Qurah Glan. Tn November the 2 hrick Inidges over the Char-
man and Naviu vivers were vepaived. The Qural Tappah-Tuz rond, long
used by Turkish transport carts, scems to respond to weed of no present {raffie,
and is not maintained. Two purallel ronds connect Kifri and Tuz, where the
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broad crossing of the Aq Su, scarcely negotiuble in bad weather, forms an
oceasionul obstacle.  The road from Tasub-Khormatu through DBushair
over the ‘Ain Nukhailuh pass to Sumarra, Daur and Tikrit has been passed
by motor-cars, but repairs, now in contemplation, ure needed to make it a
safe highway for wheeled trafic. Irom Kirkuk to Sulaimaniyah a motor
rond has been made by the Military authorities—its construction being in-
separable from military operations to which reference will be made later,
Military labour also perfected the Kirkuk-Iathal road, leading to the bont-
bridge, at the lutter pluce, anud so to the railway at Baiji. The Kirkuk-Altun
Kupri road has been improved, and that from Altun Kupri dewn the left bank
of the Zab remains passable, The twin bridges at Altun Xupri were com-
pleted and opened to traffic in early summer. They are in convenience,
though not in picturesqueness, superior to those destroyed by the retreating
Turks in October, 1918, The materials and work were provided by the Army;
the cost (Rs. 76,000) is being defrayed by the Municipality of Altun Kupri.
The railway (metre-guuge) entered the Divisional area in the summer by
a temporary bridge at Qarah Ghan. A steel bridge spanning the Diyalah has
now tuken the place of this. The line is o branch from the Bu‘gubal—
Khanigin line. The close of the year under report sees it arrived at Kin-
karban, a village 4 miles south-west of Kifri, where raillicad ot present re-
mains.  During the summer high hopes existed of its continuunce to Kirkuk,
and later to Mosul and the preliminary surveys are compleie. Tis actual
future, dependant upon rvemote considerations, is obscure. [ts advent how-
ever to a point 35 miles within the Division, cannot but have important com-
mercinl and social resulis. Tt is, at this moment, too soon to consider these,
Telegraph offices have been opened at Altun Kupri, Kivkuk, Tang, Tusz,
Kifri and during the nutumn vernacular traffic with Baghdad was first accept-
ed—a facility whose previous absence had evoked considerable complaint.

Porvearion.

A census—necessarily inexact in the villages and tribes—was completed
in October. Tts result may be shown in tabular form.

This does not include the migratory Jaf sections whose descent into Kifri
District from Halabja dirvection begins about the middle of December, Dur-
ing the year under report the population of the Division muay be estimated to
liave incrensed 156 to 20 per cent., and from three reasons, the releasing of
labourers from labour corps, the return of prisoners of war, and the return
of refugees and emigrants trom the direction of Bughdad and ‘lrag  The
pumber of shops in Kirkuk (now probably 1,400) has doubled during the
yeur; and nearly every villuge has filled more of iis houses and repaired those
already full. A ecertain type of exodus from the arvea (possibly only from
Kirkuk itselt) is numerically unimportant, but politically not negligille—
that of Turkish officials or officers who, tired of drawing a reduced pension in
the worst of bad times, have gone to Turkish tervitory to seek het Tuek,
The number of these does not exceed 20 their usual goal is the Erzerum nrea,
or Syria.

STAYY

The present PO, has remained at Kivkuk thronghout the ve Cuapt.
E. J. Douglas was at Kirkuk as Assistant to P.O. until June when
{(after o short absence owing to ill-henltl) he took over Kifri District
from Capt. 8. A. Wright, who went on leave to Unifed Kingdom. In Mareh,
Capt. A. I*. Miller joined the Division, und has remained sinee then at Kirknk
as Commandant of the Divisional Tevy, with the ubsence of one month in-
valided. Tident. G. H. Salmon was posted as. Assistant to PO, and AP0,
Wirkuk Uown, in July and sti1] helds that positio At Kifel, Capt. Tardine
left the District in February, on being posted to Awadival,  Tle was succeed-
ed by his Assistant, Capt. Wright, who wag himself relieved in June,

Among the loeally reornited and subordinate siaff, some changes may be
mentioned. Shakib Effendi has been Mudir of Shuan from the estublishment
of that post. The Mudirs of Altun Kupri, Malha and Tuz have remained
unchanged. Majid Effendi—a young and promising ofﬁcull—-:\v:lni posted as
Mudir of Tanq and has remdined there. T1 wnal Mudir is elsewhere
mentioned. At Qarah Tappah., ‘Abdul Karim Effendi was dismissed and
requested to lenve the Division for corruption, and is suceeeded by an official
of the same name who bears a good reputation.

PYorrrican.

The beginning of 1919 suw the Division orgauised iu a system in which
the tribe as a unity (artificially unified and indeed well nigh  created at
times) was prominent. The cry of Kurdistan for the Kurds and the delegu-
tion of tribal untonomy to Kurdish Teaders, was the political feature here of
the mid-winter of }.!}lgﬂlﬂll}. lu Kirknk District 9 shaikhs, cach  with a
cluster of villuges from 5 to 40 iu vumber, were lhunded to their uutn_rnl
leaders, with a backing of ** Tribal Police," and revenue powers aud duties.
These officially tribal wreas covered a full half of the Distyiet, and were those
of the Talk, g:lihi (in two seetions), Talabaui (in  three sections), Iakai,
Daudi (one section) and the Qarab LDagsau—the Jast-named o * tribe ' of arti-
ficin] formation, but us complete and uniform as the rest. The lurge i.r'ibu]
arven of Lhe Shuan remained practically terra incognita and Jad been given
no status or form. In Wifri Distriet, which had t'{Jt:nn wdministered, gener-
ally speaking non-tribally from the outset,. * (Official » shuikhs i had  just
been appointed, with 3 of 4 sowars cuecl,—4 in the Daudi, 3 in the Turkoman
Buaiynt, und so on. Different us was the atmosphere in the two Districts, the
udministrative form of both at the ontset of the period  under review  was
similar, und in both cuses prompled by iustructions from  Sulaimaniyah,

It is not proposed to refer otherwise than allusively to the evenls in
Sulafmaniyah Division which necessituted military operations on o consider-
abla scale from Muy to July. Although Kirkuk wus the base of these, and
the scone of great activity in that connection, the IDivision was remurkably
unaffeoted thereby. Mhe tribal system deseribed above has  wvisibly  disinte-
grated during the year. In Kirkuk District, 2 of the chosen shaikhs were elud
to be reliuvea‘ of the burden ea o their unambitions shoulders.

Karim Beg who showed himself loyal and helpful.

Our policy to these tribal Eurds who yet are not typieally Kurdish in
sentiment, secms clear; to leave them aloue as far as possible, present our
revenue demands in a firm but tactful way, sympathise reasonably with
national or tribal antipathies, support the natural leaders to the fullest limit
allowed by justice and policy, without encouraging them to look for an Admi-
nistrution very different from that of ‘Trug.

The Turkoman villages care for little but safe roads, generous loans and
just estimations. They are temperamentally inclined to grumble, but they
are the cluss who perhaps suffered most; and least deserved, the latter-day
Turkish iniquities, and they are reviving visibly.

The Arab tribes have been engaged during these 12 months, in settlin,
up the scores of some years, and as usual the accounts have rarely satisﬁng
anyone completely. They are outwardly the soul of cordiality—but actually
are not without a certain restlessness and apprehension. They fear two
things—rightly, that the demands of Government will be enforced ; wrongly,
that we intend conseription.

In the tawns, some strong and valuable elements are well disposed. This
muy be said of nearly all the merchant class, such officials as are employed,
and unot a few men of religion. The shop-keeper and artisan is nsul.mll? The
men of leisure, the out-of-work clerk, the ill-provided pensioner, und the
career-less officer would—miost naturally—like their own kind back in charge.
They have found no audille voice as yet, but in unother 12 months proba ly
the “gradations of discontent will be clear enovugh. Among these strong
clusses un efficient occidental Christinn power would always be disliked, if not
Lhated. The certain diminution in their numbers will weaken them; and
they are everyone for sale to the highest bidder.

II. LAW AND ORDLR.

I'ull stutistics of eriminal cuses wied by Mugistrates during the year huve
been sent to the Judicinl Seeretury. These figures will not be repeated here
It remains to indicate thut no such rveturn as that can be comprehensive,
especially in an aren where tribal develution exists, in vurious degrees of re-
cognition. The official shaikhs try to suppress, or arbitrate u lurge number
of eases which in a town would come to court; and long may this continue to
be so. Tt is gratifying that appenls to Government aguinst'a shaikhly ruling
are wonderfully few, and this is not through fear, on the contrary the poorest
fullah will inform against the largest shaikh if sufficiently roused. Mudirs,
us well as prominent private persons, likewise settle n number of petty cases—
assault, theft, ete.—without a trinl.

Some record of the work of the Civil Courts way here be interpolated.
AL Wifrd, there is o Shar‘al and o Peace Court, but under ane President (the
Qadhi) and fwone place.  The Qudhi periodically visits Tuz and Qarah Tappah
for eases there. At Kirkuk, a Peace Court under the Qadhi, sufficed till
anne,  In that month o Shar‘al Court was founded, the Qadhi taking charge
=it and o new judge, Mubammad Khorshid Bifendi, presiding in the Peace
Conrt.  This has heen the sreangement ever sinee. The Courts have all done
well.  There has been o constant series of cases, uppeals have been few and
mostly unsuccessful, and no sign of corruption. Tigures for these courts
are as follows:—

In reviewing the year, it may be suid that law and order has been main-
tuined.  As compared with Turkish times, security has greatly inereased, and
eulogisers of the Government habitually emphasize this, A small percentage
of caravans is molested, and of shops und houses eutered.  Serious and violent
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crimes have been rare, perhiaps two a month in the Division. T'wo of the most
heinous of these—both murders—were suspected (to the puint of certuinty)—
to be the work of Burman motor-drivers.

Things huve been however far from perfect.
be brokeu into—but it may. A caravan probably will not be robbed—but it
may. Lnquiries have frequently revealed the crimiual, and admissions to
the Juil show that the situation has been kept in hand ; none the less too mueh
of the crime has gone unpunished. The reasons for this—which might in-
deed equally be said of London or New York—are apparent; lack of a police
organization, lack of officials specially detailed for investigation, mu‘l the
presence both of a large eriminal class and of potential secomplices almost
coterminous with the population. Very often mukhtars and shaikhs—not
themselves implicated—withliold information which would eertainly lead to an
arrest. Why? Presumably because it is horrible to think of poor so-and-so
elanking in chains—an old acquaintanee and a Muslim.  Other motives for
this relicence are fear of reprisals, and hope of hush-money. Briefly, the
anti-criminal feeling is general and not particular.

The areas which have gnined the worst yeputations are Kirkuk Bazaar;
tha first 8 miles out of Kirluk northward on the tracks leading to Altun
TKupri; the ‘Ain Nukhailal road, from Bashair to the hills; the Qaral Tappah
—-Tabal Tlawrin rond and the Jabal itself; the Qarah Tappah plain, parallel
to the Jabl Hamrin; and (in n lesser degree) the Iirkuk-Chemchemal road.
0Of these, the first four were notorious under the Turks, and are now far less
dangerons than then.  Tn August o tribal post (paid for by the ‘Ubaid them-
selves) was established at Dashair to keep that road clenr, and did very good
work. DPractieally no regrettable incidents have vcenrred on that route sinee
the post was maintained for three months,  The troubles in the Garali Tappah
plain arve ordinavy tribal raiding, and :L‘{pul't from the rest of the world. Tt
15 perhaps notable that the entrance and exodus of the Jaf in Kifri District
were marred by very little trouble; it hins usually been otherwise.

As from Seplember Ist, n system of fire-arm licensing was introduced
and is now in foree. 8ix weeks were given to praduce and license (or hand
over) all fire-arms in the Division. Since that period, various raids
and iw:lm:]:es have heen made. TResults are lere epitomised for the four
months : —

Much remains to be done; bat the present woare elear. 1 gives a
permanent right of seavel; it locates arms; i decreases theiv number; il gives
the honest man a right to protect himself, and will in time disarm the robber.

I, LEVIES & TOLICL.

The cud of 1918 saw different, but similar, wrrangements in this connee-
tion in the two districts. At Kifri the yule was (o enlist men at first provision-
ally, then for one year; to teain them as pivadas, then to pass them, if they
eould produce horses, into the sowars. {’: t the numwbers thas dealt  with
being small, it was necessury to eke them out. To do this, some tribal or
semi-lribal sowars were maintained .at Kitri, but no attempt wos made to
drill the undrillable. Certain shaikhs had purely tribal subsidised posts;
these however were withdrawn in March., Reyvenue qolehis assisted in main-
taining communications. There was therefore the nucleus of an organisation,
and some temporary expedients to give it time to grow. In March further
developments were made, drill more earefully supervised, and men assisted by
loans to buy horses.  Some uniforms were issued to the better men, and the
Thrracks ocenpied.  T'he whole concern was in the hands of AP0 with one
B.OT. and one Arab Officer and o vernaeular elevk.

At Kirkuk for the first three wmonths of the year theve were some GO drilled
and purtinlly equipped Town Police, finding duties and Town Police posts.
This foree was the care of the AP0 Assistant.  VPootmen, sisilarly en-
gaged on o 12 months eontract, existed also ot Altun Kupri.  The Mudirs’
posts—Mallia, Shuan, Toang, Altun Kupri—had ench o number of non-tribal
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sowars, but unequipped and often ill-suited for training. The tribal police
pwimr numbered 82, under the nine official shuikhs. These were good men,
well-mounted, but at no point have they contemplated for o moment leaving
their villages to undergo tadning elsewliere. By the end of Mareh they were
reduced to 76,
To summarise, the fipst three wonths of the year siw parallel nucleus
ms at Wirkuk and Kifri.  Bael was woving in the divection of
and development, but needing actually a single comtrol, and o whole-
time officer wmd stalf, and a proper programme of tradning and duties,  These
were supplied in the next phose.

From the beginning of April, wosingle British Officer assumed ol wrge
under P.0O. of all these furces in both Distriets, with « 1. and 11.4). staff
at Kirvkuk I'hey were numed Militia, and later Tevies.

Commandant was assisted by a Tourkish Officer as Adjutunt, twe more as
Inspectors of each District arvea, o multi-ingual ¢l amd three B 1L, ju-
struetors, whose work has deserved high praise.  Enlistments for one or two
years were reguluvized, clothing and stores indented for, bnilding at IT.0Q.
and elsewhere vepuirved, tailors and shoe-makers’ shops wrranged, The allotted
numbers 138 foot awnd 136 horse were easily reached, though the great shortage
and deaviess of horses was harely connterncted by louns to assist men in buy-
ing them.  These loans were Later discontinued,

Certuin minor difliculties have not been allowed to give trouble.  Some
of the men taken over on April 1st, were too old or too stupid to be trained ;
these had to go. N.C.O.s in some coses owed their positions o ressons hat
now ceased to apply ; of these sume went, some im proved, some were relegated
to the ranks, Temporary shortages somewhat impeded progress ; that of vifles,
e arvived finally in October; of Govermment horses, of whicl 40 cime up
in September, but without saddlery; of saddles, still awailed though now
actually en route; of u forge, which arrived in December; and of winter cloth-
ing. ﬁ. would be ungratefol and unreasonable to ggerate these into diffi-
culties.  More serious have been conditions heyond t mtrol of wny arguniza-
tion—the alarming cost of living throughont the Division, wad of fodder in
particalar, rendering the wen’s puy almost below the living minimum.

Reerviting has presented no ditiicalties, and it would ol a
been ensy to double the establishments.  Moreover, the Turcon enlisted
' is better materinl by far than the Avab, and readier to be trained than
the Kurd.  In miauy cases he las military or gendarmeric training behind him.
Two points relevant Lo this cannot be amitled—fivstly that the Turkish gendar-
me, whom o a cortain degree we have inherited, ]l:l?l( u deservedly evil reputa-
tion as i sponge and o bully ; sceomdly that the rates of pay we offer attract, in
Lhise o ew but the riff-vaff who have neither lund, irade nor eraft.

Apart frum ifs fmmediate uses, the elfect of the year’s work in levies has
been o make one Uhing clear. That is the impossibility of expecting o single
body of wen, with s iple training-programme which they are hound to
The Kirkuk levy of Apil ty
aililfs and soldicrs.  These mani-
i speeialist’s work, nterfered

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IV. AGRICULTURE.

T'he main shortages at the outset of the year were plough unimals, tools
(especially iron), ueec!f und men. The latter during the year have gradually
increased, though the rural population is still not perhups more than 40 per
cent. of what it wus—say—in 1905. A number of plou {: animuls huve been
bought und brought by the falluh from Baghdud, Mandali, and the Khalis;
and India bulls have been brought up and supplied by the Government. In
Kifri District G4 have been thus disposed of; in Kirkuk 160. On several
oceasions iron, spades, and plough-teeth have been brought up from Baghdad
und sold at cost price; but unfortunately the shortage of iron seems universal.
No uuem]]lt has been made during 1919 to give loans of seed, for two reasons.
1t is too bulky an artiele to transport so Ell‘ from railways, and the results
are frequently disappointing, owing to conditions strange to an imported seed
ou its novelty to the fallali. Tf the resulting crop is indifterent, the recovery
of the loan is difficult. This was well shown in the seed loaned n Kifri Dis-
trict in 1918—Ahwaz wheat. Tt failed to n large extent, and considerable
FEMIssions Were necessury in its TBCOVETY, which, at the moment of writing,
is still incomplete.

Cush loans, however, have shown themselves fur more sutisfactory, and
easy of recovery. Tittle or nothing remains unrecovered of the 1918 loans.
In 1919 one lakl was distributed—DRs. 35,000 at Kifri, Rs. 65,000 at Kirkuk.

The agricultural operations of the yenr were strictly normal. TI'he spring
“hashar ** was energetically done, and should have borne goud fruit in the
suifi erops.  The filhan for the winter crops has heen going on steadily since
spring, und of shilwi sown this sutumn probably less than 25 per cent. Lad
not been prepared in this way,  The difference in yield between prepared and
unprepared land is very great indeed—variously stated at 30 to 300 per cent.

The shitwi erops—roughly 80 per cent. of the urea sown in u normal pre-
bellum year—promised wel‘l‘ up to enrly March. Thereafter they were affected
by four untavourable influences: —

Fuilure of the rain for 15 days in later Mareh; a blight (2 tiny red worm)
on some of the imported wheat; hail-showers, which nlmost destroyed the
crops of five villoges; and crop-fires of ruther unusuul extent, Iu'.liui}' aeel
dental but some in the Qarah I{us;’m aund Shuan due to enemy action.  In the
end, the crops were of average quality and yield. The yield is put by loeal
opinion at whut seems |-emal'Tm|=1y low, from 7 to 1 to ouly 3 to 1. 240 1 is
thought remarkably good.

The saifi was poor without being disastrous. A kind of sickliness over-
took wmuch of the vegetables, and the rice in some places was left high and dry
by a failure of the water. Here aguin it may be probably clussed us nn average
yeur, and a fair basis for future reckoning.

The ddea of frait aoud date plunting on wiri Louds, on Tavourable terms,
was put before those interested, and reinforced by discussion ut the Divisionul
Council.  DPolite things have been said, and interest shown, but it would seem
that there arve actually no offers. This must be expluived Ly the scarcity of
water, the heavy initin] expenses of o plantation, ﬂm} the fear of the vecasional
frosty winters.

V. IRIIGATION,

The Division s, trom this point of view, an uninteresting vne. It has,
innumerable us in ‘Iraq, its little irvigntion cuts sub-dividing to the last drop
each supply of water, and in on area 80 per cent. daim, water is u rare and

rized commodity. Dut this canaling, snd the many disputes to which it
eads, are Lhose of time lmmwemorial, and 1919 cannot claim to have advanced
the one or lessened the other.  The arens where irrigation might be of interest
are two.  The fivst is the ITuwaiyal, the second, the Sanuifuh lands of Kifri
and Qarah Tuppul. Southwurds from the left bank of the Lesser Zab ure
thousunds of square miles of flat fertile ground—cultivated und irvigated in
the days of the Khalif, desert now. Targe traces of the old cannls remain,
but their hend-works nre now useless ns the Zub hns sunk. To build new
mouths, clear the old cunals, and irrigate the lluwaiyali would be easy—but
expensive. It would cost—shall we my—.t‘.ﬁﬂq,ﬂl'lu—ﬁﬂli.ﬂﬂll, and to use its
benefits 76,000 cultivators—or their equivalent in terms of machinery—would
be needed.  These can be formed neither by the settling of local nomads, nor
the altraction of fullahin from other lands, nor the incursion of Kurds or Per-
siuns.  But the iden may at least be taken off the shelf aunually and looked
at.  Meanwhile some small seale work hias been done there and a canal some
15 miles long, but small in volume is being improved at considerable private
cost.,  This was seen by oune of the four irrigation engineers who visited
Kirkuk during the year.

In Kifri Distriet the long Sauniyal canals (the subject of a detailed
separate report), need yearly attention.  As it is, they water less than they
did ten years ago, when Kalaks used to float down from the Diyalah to Qaral
Tappuh. Lands in the Buzaiz, onee mawi, are now duim. In the spring

some Its. 8,000 were spent in widening and improvement. At the moment a
larger outluy is contempluted, to widen and improve ihe heads of five biggest
canals, work will commenee in the new year.

Vi, WEATHER.

Iixcellent rains fell throughout the Division from January to the begin-
ning of March. The middle and end of Murch were dry, and considerable
damage to crops resulted. The spring and early summer afforded delightful
weather throughout the Division, with inexhaustible grazing and masses of
flowers. Thunder, storms, and buil, occurred in May. The summer was
wormal, undoubtedly less Lot than in ‘Irag, but necessitating the same pre-
coutions and productive of the usual summer ailments. 7The hot months at
Kifri are trying; at Kirkuk there is u cooler breeze and no hot nights; both
pluces must be pronounced malarial, Winter 1918-1919 wus of exceptional
mildness. That of 1919-1920 does not at present promise to be severe. The
total rainfall for 1919 wus at Kirkuk 12.54 degrees ut Kifri 12.54 degrees.
Prevailing wind is from the N.-E.

VII. REVENUE.

Lann Revenue.

(a) At the beginuing of 1919, eollecltion of the 1918 saifi dues was still
proceeding. In Kirkuk District, rice, maize and millet were collected in
kind, granuries being opened for the purpose ut Kirkulk, Malha, Altun Eupri,
Taug, and later Shuan. The grains collected in- kind were partly handed
to the Army, partly sold to the Civil population, partly used ae
fodder for the cnhn‘rmm'in borses. The remuinder of summer dues were taken
in cash. Our late entrance into most of the Divisional aren, and its adminis-
trotive unsettlement, consed hasty estimations and indifferent office-work in
1lie shu‘bahs; nevertheless, the 1918 saifi wus by no meaus lost to us, and few
demands remuined uncollected.

Instructions were early received to collect the dues from the 1919 winter
harvest in cash. Estimations were made during March and April, under
arrangements that liave been the subject of full separate report to Revenue
Secretary. Conversion rates were fixed at Rs. 300 for wheat and Rs. 200
for barley in Kifri, and the other winter grains at amounts approximatin
to, but less.than, the loeal selling prices. The issue of kochans (dela 35
somewhat by lateness of fixing the conversion rate) was complete by end of
June. Just before this, Military conditions had rendered desirable the collec-
tion of barley in kind for Army use. This and upon sanction was thereupon
ordered in 2% out of the 6 shu'bals in Kirkuk District; Kifri District wus
unaffected. Granaries were opened st Altun Kupri and Kirkuk, At Altun
Kupri, 33 tons were collected and taken over by the Military; at Kirkuk, 215
tons, 'The price recoverable from the Army for this was later fixed at Rs, 220
—the bazaar price at the time being 300—350. The cash collection may
be shown in a table:—

The 1919 saifi was o disappointing crop—the dejected cultivators have
all rémarked ™ there has been no blessing on it "—Estimuation was the pre-
vailing method of assessment. In the Jubur karads, a * mugtu’ ** of Rs. 40

per karad was demanded, in place of u Mixed T'urkish demand of 9 Kaujs of
millet and 4} majidis. River-bed vegetables are nssessed in three ways; by
estimation; or by the * spade "—a lump sum, usually Rs. 5 or Rs. 6, for
each spade wielded on the pateh; or by the number of individual *“ hioles "’ in
the shingle from which the vegetables grow usually Rs. 5 per 100. It las
bieen the policy to presume in each place the method to which the people are
accustomed, only altering to a convenient round figure the broken and awk-
ward amounts in which the Turkish Effendi rejoicetf.

The estimations were necessarily protracted and not continuouns. The
bulk of the work was done by the permanent Revenue slaff and qolelis. In
Kirkuk District one estimator from outside was engaged ; in Kifri two. TFew
complaints were received against estimations figures, but in places where it
became known that mamurs had been throwing revenue away it became neces-
sary to send second committees. This applies especially to Altun Kupri
shu‘bah, whose mumur has now been pensioned, and Curab Ta pah where
.some mal-practice was located, and cost the responsible official his appoint-
ment. The following table shows the present state of the saifi revenue: —

Mivor REVENUES.

(¢} Government claims a tithe from a number of products whose output
is too small, und exaction too difficult, to nllow of direct collection. They are
therefore let on iltizam, for twelve-month periods. True to Turkish eccen-
tricty—behind which a good reason is often ambushed—there is no uniformit
between one H.Q. and another in the list of tithes locally exacted, At I{jrlmi
at present the following are taken by iltiznm : —tanners rind, log-wood, fire-
wood, fullers’ earth, lime, gall-nuts, und two kinds of dyers Lierbs; aut Altun
Kupri: log-wood, and ]mlutin sking; ul Tang: wood; at iﬁf!'i Arab qozi and
fullers corth. Lfost of these umounts are small, but in aggregate they are
worth the trouble, nud people being well used o it, do not regard them as
vexatious. At the time of writing they are being farmed for 1920-1921.

Additional to these, the local vil-wells are revenue producing. The wells
four miles N.W. of Kirkuk belong by immemorial right to the Naftjhi
fumily of Kirkuk, and Government is content with u tithe—collect-
ed directly —of the output. This has amounted during 1919 to Rs. 4,733-6.
A little more local knowledgs und experience would seem desirable before any
commutation is substituted for direct collection. The wells at Gil are situnled
in the tribal urea of Shaikh Huwid. Up to March it was left to him to work
them us he liked, as he wus supplying oil to the Army from thew, and inci-
dentally not losing thereby. In {ful‘(:]\ un wrrangement was mude whereby
he should continue to work them, and pay a sum of Rs. 500 a month to Gov-
ernment.  The terms uve easy ; but his peculinr position as well as more prac-
ticnl considerations render the arrungement u very tolerable one, nnd it may
well be renewed. In 1919, therefore, these wells brought us Rs. 3,000. The
wells seven miles south of Tuz are divectly worked by u staff under A.D.O.,
Kifri. The year has seen considerable devlopment of these. At present 13
men and 19 animals pre employed there and the oil continues to command a
goad price, which the advent of the railway may or may not reduce.  The net
profits for the year on this liend nre Rs. 34,98G. A chunge of mamur in De-
cember may add an additional fillip to the concern. TIn this case it would
seem that direet working is the more productive method

The total oil receipts for the year are therefore Rs. 41,719-6.

Orromax Devt Revesuves.

{d) In Kifri District these are collected by the revenue staff. In Kirkuk
 separate office is maintained, actually the former P. 1. office, with the same
staff. Tn outlying mudirates the revenue staff do the work. The dues on
‘araq and wine were farmed nt Qarvah Tappal and Kifri, while at Tuz the
old farm, made in 1917 is still running. At Kirkuk the dues are collected
direetly, nnd it is doubtful whether any iltizam thereof would produce as
muel,” Reeeipts are shown below in tabular form. TFishing and hunting
and tumbae licenses are issued directly, but amonunt to little.  The stump tax,
brought into force on December 1st, produced in‘one monih Rs. 432-10 at
Kirkuk, Tts. 160 ot Kifri—total Its. 582-10.  Salt is in the Division the besti
of the P. I). revenues. The pans at Kifri were let on farm for Rs. 37,300,
those in the Huwaijah for Rs. 40,000, Of this latter it has been necessary to
remil us much as Rs. 8,000, owing to abnormal transport conditions cansed
by Military requisitioning.

The Customs offices iu the Division have liltle importance except us check-
ing-stations for tobacco, and some other goods, passing from Kurdistan to
Baghdad.: There ure offices at Allun Kupri, Kirkuk and Kifri. The first of
these deals with the Kaluk traffic, and with goods passing from Sulaimaniyah
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uren up to Mosul. The control of this office Las lately been given to P.O,,
-Arbil, for greater convenience. At.Kirkuk considerable quantities of goods
pass through from Sulaimaniyah and Persia en route for ‘Iraq. Kifri is self-
supporting.  All three form part of the inner line running from Khauigin to
Arbil. Staffs have remained unchanged thronghout the vear. Particulars
of receipts are being appended.

It is the produet of a first year and a lean year; the 1920 revenue should
exceed it by anything from 30 to 70 per cent.
VIII. TATU.

From the beginning of-the year the prospect of betfer times, us well as
the strenua inertia highly: developed in EKirkuk, was responsible for a
large number of trunsuctions in real property. Hitherto the Tupu offices,
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though netually corrupt and ignorant to a bigh degree, had exercised great
sway in the aren; so that the demand of svme form of Government recoguition
of these transactions could not be iguoved.  To retuse this recoguition wounld
be to ussist indirectly the ton prevalent idea that the British Government was
shortly depurting; while conversely every bearer of onr zeul—though a tem-
porary and conditional geal—would wish thuse forces to remain in power
whose guurantee be held. This oll explains why it wuas found necessary to
sunction transactions in real properly even before o Tapu office was open, and
to sign them. The souction was in every cuse definitely stated upon the sanad
to g temporury and liable to reversal by u settlement. It was accorded only
to sunuds firstly vouched for by the mukhtars, secondly made in the presence
of both parties, and of our revenue officials, thirdly touching urban mulk
property only. The general priori undesirability of according Govern-
ment sanction to affuirs but sli '{l’ll}' serutinised wus realized, A fee of Re. 1
er sanad was token, this produced Its. 2,309 in the year. 11 was done ut
Kirkuk only.

Early in the year aerial plotographs of Kirkuk and Kifri were taken.
Those vf Kifri buve not as yel been utilized and the opening of Tapu proper
there belongs to next yeur.  In Kirkuk, the first step was to send officials to
Baghdad for training; this was done in June, they returned in October. The
numbering of all properties followed, and the uftixing of door-numbers.
Fiuully the couversion of the photographs (at 36 inches to the mile) into a
ground-plan was begun in November, and vn 31st Decenmber, 1919, was praeti-
enlly complete. Great benefits and useful revenues are expected from the
Topu office here. The extension of the system to outlying wreas would ba
most desirable as soon as practicable, us it is there that disputes arve hitteresy
and vaguest.

1X. Wayl,

Turkish records of some terest—but vague and slip-shod as usual--
were recovered early in the yeur. These checked and completed by investign-
tions that have constituted the chief business of the year, now form a fairly
complete set of Auguf records. The stalf has remained constunt.  As a meu-
sure for politico-religious effect. A Majlis Auquf was early formed, and to
this belongs the chief authority in locul Auquf appointments and recommenda-
tions. Considering that every member has vested interests, it has done excel-
lent work, and delights in many and long sessious.

The mosque staffs drawing pay from Auqaf funds inelude 43 individuals,
representing 24 mosques. The monthly pay-bill is Rs. 522, Uther Augaf
expenses are repuirs and furvishing of certain mosques, ndminisirative und
oftice expenses, and a grant of Ws. 1,040 monthly to the Madrasah ‘[hniyah.
For some months the line was not clear between Revenue and Augaf linbilities
in the matter of mosque and takiyah pensioners.  This wus due, in lurge part,
to Sultan ‘Abdul Hamid’s habit of subsidising Sunni divines and institutiona
from his Privy Turse.  On his full, these hecame a charge (under the name
of " Khairat mndawwarah ) on Turkish general revenues. To complicate
matters, Revenue nud Augaf would apparently toke turns in puying some of
these, or Auquf would pay them and try (with or without success) to recover
from Revenue, However, Ly June the situation was clear and all necessary
wiljustments mude.

The Aunqaf revenues of the Division (or rathier Kirkuk District as Kifri
is barren of them), have amounted during the year to Rs. 71,040,  This does
not include Augaf dues from the 1919 saifi, yet to be collected. (f this
umount, Rs. 27,761 belongs to the Nabawi A |‘1(|nf, The Kirkuk contribution
to the 13 lukhs recently sent to the Hurampin was Its. 8,000. Apurt from
shares in various ugqrs, und the dues ** Khoraj al Mubasabab,'" waqf here owns
the tithes of villages, shops, mills, kluns, vie,

Severul questions of wore than passing interest are now in hand, in the
Mujlis und outside it.  Amony these are the question of translerving all tithes
1o Hevenue, or reasonnhle compensation to Augaf; of approp g on behalf
of Auqgaf funds the rights and grants known as Diagoi, now enjoyed by some
26 individuals.  Here ngain the question of compensation rises, and the ground
15 very delicate. There is again the question of absentee Imams, illiterate
Khatibs, and others who draw the pay of a duty which they never see; und
of mosque sehools taught by the untaught.  All these it remains for 1920
to settle.

X. EDUCATION.

Cousiderable progress in this Department is to be vecorded. lriefly to
survey the state of schools and conditions ot the close of 1918, in Kifri Dis-
trict there was o Primary school of some 30 to 40 pupils ot Kifid, and a similar
institution ot Tuz. The Kifri school luboured under o burden of unpopularity
to be accounted for by indifferent musters and defective equipment; that ut
Tuz had been well staried by the personal interest of an A P.0)., but lafer had
declined in numbers and efficiency to pre-occupution levels. Kifri possessed
also o small Jewisl school.  Mosgue schools will be elsewhere referred to.  In
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Kirkuk District, Kirkuk had its Elementury school of some 80 pupils, adwmir-
ably housed in admittedly the best school buildings in the country; it has the
Madrasah ‘Ibmiyah, n S’;candu:' school of ambitious syllabus, maintuined
entirely by Aukaf funds. The Christian and Jewish schools were uot open.

Throughout the year certain phenomeny have remained constant. At all
schools u great avidity to learn English has been evinced, and no doubt num-
bers could still be materinlly raised by the provision of English masters; but
the desirability of such:a step is very questionable. No particalurly bad
masters have been located and two or three must be considered of more thau
avernge merit. Some essential equipment has been secured from time to time.
The Director of Education toured in the Division in April.  T'wo more Tduca-
tion Officers visited in November and December.

The Tuz school has continued its activities unchunged throughout the
year, with no alteration in staff, but n fluctuating attendance. At Qurah
‘appah no school hos been’opened. At Kifri a new leadmaster arriving in
the autumn brought great improvements in the fone and size of the Primary
school.  Shortly afterwards it was amalgumated with the Jewish school and
the combined institution moved into lurge quarters. This may now be re-
garded us u satisfactory school, well anttended und healthy in tone.

At Taug attempts were made to find enough pupils for a small one-master
school, but without success. At Altun Kupri in early spring u Municipal
school of some 35 pupils was opened, and has been maintained ever since by
Municipal funds. Tt lins lacked the vurious henefits of Departmental super-
vision, but, though of doubtul efficacy, almost any school is hetter than none.
At Kirkuk, the Primary school was displuced in June from its building by o
Military ITospital. In August it re-opened in the Khanign of Suid Almad—
adequate temporary quarters, and vent-free,  The attendance-—disproportion-
ately low for the size of Kirkuk—was the cause of some enquiry.  The causes
are apparent; the religion of the Headmaster—a Christian and very efficient,
—the nppn.\'ilim] of some of the mulla class, and the general disinelination of
parents to send to school boys who could be working at the plough or in the
shop.  Three expedients were suggested ; the first, to bave some of the mosque
school-teachers examined by the Augaf majlis, found wanting, and reguesied
to shut their schools—thus removing at least a rival attraction; the second,
to ask a monthly cash contribution from the parents of non-attending eligible
children; the third, to start branch elementary schools in different partz of
ilie town, to be nearer the homes of the smaller boys. The first of these muy
still be adopted ; the second has not been adopted, but the rumour of it doubled
the attendance in o few days, and this has been well maintained ; the third
will be adopted, in part at least in 1920 The school has o present some 1560
pupils and seven masters.

The Kirkuk Madrasah ‘Dmiyal was until Jate in the year temporarily
housed in the Kastern half of the town, and continned its old syllabus and tradi-
tions. These included a wide runge of studies, few pupils und many masters,
punsinm to |mm-er—um] indeed almost ui]—pllpils. anul ||£!1‘]|'.||:s i propa-
gatidist underenrrent.  Tu the swmmer some Rs. 6,000 was collected by public
subseription, as well as from Auguf and Municipal funds, and expended on
vepairs to the proper building of the Madrasali.  These completed it was forth-
withi seized as a Military billet—Dbut evacuated and oceupied by the Madrasah
in Novemhber. By August the anthorities had reconciled themselves to sub-
mitting to the rules and inspections of the Department, and the Mudir was
sent by P.0. to Baghdad. A re-organization of {he institution has resulted, Tt
was, and is now, constituted in two sides—that of Religion and of Arts. Tt
aceepts only graduates from the Blementury school, and its pupils number G0
Inevitably its classes gre small, and its masters many. Angab still find
almost all its maintenance, but officers of the Department have spent much
time and trouble in inspecling and examining it and its masters, and it is
understood that they are not entively found wanting. The tone of the school
is less unprogressive than might be expected, though the more archaic parts
of its syllabus, with its Turkish teachers, Turkish language, and the Turkish
school-books—may not inconceivably hide some political unsoundness. Tis
officinl relntions with the Government ure cordinl, with the Blementary
school rather the reverse.

Christian and Jewish schools were reformed in the spring, and contain
new about 40 pupils each. The Education is largely but not wholly religious.
They have not at present been subsidised, but will probably be assisted in
1920. These are deserving institutions.

The following table gives a survey of school attendances; the wmonths
of the year 1919 are numbered from 1 to 12:—
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MUSQUE SCHOULS.

In Kirkuk these number 10, and three endowed ** maduris Three of
the masters are Auqaf Pensioners, and the three ** wmudarrism ** each draw
some salury from ‘uqrs. The mudaris are, in fact, without pupils—a state
of things not considered by the proprietors Lo eull for any comment. The
pupils 1 the ten schools sggregute 120 In Kifri there were 3, with pupils
sggregating 60, but one (ut Tuz) was closed owing to the excessive age and
ignorance of the Mullul; there remain two with 45 pupils,

Nothing is taught except the Quran and Tukish. The mosque school,
unsupplemented by any other education, seems in the highest degree anarchro-
nistic and inept. The hostility of their proprietors to a real education—whick
they have never known or conceived—is o definite fuctor uffecting Government
schools. They are known to propagate nonsensical stories about the inten-
tions of the G]::vsrnment; they gravely wurn small boys aguinst being spirit-
¢d away to London and Bombay by motoer-car. They are treated by the
British authorities with unvarying courtesy and consideration.

XI. MILITARY.

Y'rom the beginning of 1919, until the period of disturbance in late Muy,
the distribution of tmo{m in the Division was as follows: —In Kifri District,
none; in Kirkuk, marching posts at ‘Uthmaniyuli, and Mahud ou the lesser
Zob, to facilitate ration convoys from the Baiji railhead via Fattah; o post
of two platoons at Altun Iupri, and two companies of infantry, with small
details of other arms, at Kirkuk., For iLis ]mff-yeilr un idyllic calm reigned
in the Division. On May 22ud, the Kirkuk garrison, in mobile form, was
moved to the relief of Sulaimamyah, and; after being abruptly rebuffed at
Taslujn Pass, was besieged for some ten days at Chamchemnf‘. P.0. wecom-

anied this force. Meanwhile, great and sudden activity on and behind the

athah-Kirkuk T. of C. filled Kirkuk with troaps, 'g]:e H.Q. of first a
Brigade, then of Division, arrived, and in their turn passed on to the scene
of Lostilities. This was at no time in the Loundaries of the Di vision. ‘I'he
single exception is un action at Qurab Injir on June lst. Almost on the
same date G. 0. C. Fraser’s Force assumed char political us well as mili-
tary of the whole area. Reversion to ilie normul control did not veeur till
August.

The success or otherwise of the Bagyun und Sulsimaniyali operations,
und of the many minor columns which operuted between J ury and Septem-
ber in various directions, need not here be com mented upon. Iraser's Force
rave place to South Kurdistan Foree in August, und that to 55th Brigude in

vlober. Operations ceased, norinal muchinery wus resumed, and the loca-
tion of forces became grudually statie.

In Kifri u swall gurrison oceupied Khan Majid Pasha i June, and
remained till November, Military und semi-military forces connected with
the railway advanced with its advance from Quraghan to Kinkarbun. This
railhead was opened for traffic in Decemuber. A camp, with DBrigade I1.Q.,
is -.1dt present at railliead, with marching posts at intervals along the Kirkuk
road,

In Kirkuk, similar marehing posts are in place ut Qurale Injiv, Kalur,
Tuzuh Khormutu, und Taug. A Brigude ”euﬁq ter 21 regiments of in-
fantry, and detacliments of other arms, are at Kirkuk, and a small gurrison
at Altun Kupri.

During and since the operation peried, if has been possible to ofter no
small assistance to the military authorities.  On three vecasions Pulitieal Offi-
cers accompanied troops on opevations. Both there and at their own 1.0,
a large amount of intelligence work wus usked s performed.  Contractors
were found, and sources of supply indicated. Messengers and guides aceom-
panied columns, police supervised lired transport, interpreters were pro-
vided, roads and bridges improved, guurds placed on milway-stations and
dumps.  About 850 tons of barley and 700 tons of blivoss was requisitioned
and handed over, and 250 tons of Revenue grain. The wost exacting task
has been billetting in Kirkuk, where the eapacity of the westorn section of
the town las been severcly tried. It has proved wonderfully elustic, and an
astonishing number of billets produced without friction, though not withont
diffieulty.

The Kirkuk-Altun Kupri— Kirkuk—Sulaimaniyah and Kirkuk-Kifri
roads are all under military control and u great amount of work has been
done on them, .

In the small baladiyahs the pay of officials runk high as a head of
expenses; other regular expenses are on roads and bridges, sanitary works,
relpnirﬁ to properties and poor relief. Kifrian addition pays for its own Doctor,
Altun Kupri for its sehool, and Kirkuk for an orphunage and other things,

It is possible to argue aguinst the continuvance of very small baladiyabs,
us Tauq for example. The benefits they confer nre entively slight, except to
their paid officials—tlie mending of an vccasional foot-bridge or improve-
ment of a road, some rather half-hearted *“ Sweeping ’, and a few rupees to
privileged beggurs. Dut they should still be encouraged ; they are harmless
and self-supporting; they take work off the Mudirs; they offer a field for
purel lncaf initiative, and may prove the kindergarten of antonomy.

'ghmnshout the Division certuin shortages have tlooughout the year
militated agninst progress commensurate with the wish lo progress.  Labour
is everywhere scarce und deur, and Tabour Officers have nevitubly made it
doubly so. Skilled labour—carpenters, masons—is far below the demund
and liere too (in Kirkuk at least) the Military have elaimed, though not quite
exercised, o monopoly, for necessary military works. Tron is uvery\:llwre
insufficient; lime—the mainstay of the local builder—ean be bought, but.at
10 times its normal price; baked bricks wre practically not used, presumably
owing to the scarcity of fuel for the kiln; even with sun-hricks the cost of
tilm must be reckoned. The carpenters—few und unhandy—are short of
tools and have no dry wood. In spite of these ndverse factors, very preat
progress has heen made everywhere in repairing houses, opening shops, and
mending the ruins of the war period. The following table will give an idea
of the seale of these Municipalities: —

Re-
puirs to canals, ronds and bridges have been frequent, street lamps estal-
hsiled, und some trees plunted, Iegulations and licensing tor food-stuff
sellers, hurbers, ete. exist as in Kirkuk, und are enforeed. An informal but
regular Municipal majlis was found by A.P.0. in August, and las sat regu-
larly since, well justifying its existence. The balunce on December 3lst,

Barly in the year the Baladiyul acquired u certuin slutus by being the
only nen-tribal place in the centre of tribal arens. Doubtless in consequence,
it frequently asked for a Mudir. His advent, and some vigorous backbiting
cousequent on Munieipal election disputes, have provided the chief incident
for the year. A tiny rnncuur exists, taxes ave regulurly collected, the officials
draw their puy and sit in endless drowsy mujlis. A school could be muin-
tnined, und was offered, but no pupils were forthemmwing. Probably the in-
creasing importance of the rond, und the consequent inerease in traflic, will
shortly fill the khans and multiply the.shops. The closing account show
s, T70-T in eredit.

Kinkus.

Medical and sanitary work are dealt with elsewhere. In the general
state of the town and of trade, the year has witnessed rapid progress—if the
regaining of a former level can be so called. Targe enough to hold 50,000
people, ﬁirkuk Liad 30,000 to 35,000 before the war, snd about 10,000 at the
time of our second occupation. I'he number is now between 20,000 and
25,000, Great numbers of houses are still in ruins; indeed, the Tapu num-
bering showed that nearly 50 per cent. were so. DBut a lurge number huve
been repuired and re-occupied. T'he repair, fitting und opening of shops
has i)rncnedud incessuntly.  Numbers lave already leen given. Some
trouble hus been found in respect of the buzaur rates of exchange, fluctuations
in which st times almost paralysed retail trade. These crises, however, are
unlikely to recur und no interference hus been necessary.

Roads have been vendered passable for wheels, surfuces improved, and
bridges nnd culverts maintuined.  OF this work, on {he main roads, the
Militury have done a large share, including extensive repairs to the main
Bridge.  Street-lomps—but less than are necessury—were instituted early
in the year. The presence of prostitutes broadeast in the mahallas lend dur-
ing the spring, to a quuntity of disorder that necessitated nction. They
were therefore all removed to the left bank, and assigned definite quarters.

The orphannge—not originally founded to be either a permavent or a
Municipal institation—has become both, T'ifty small children have heen
housed ond looked after during the yenr. Ten were found homes as
sorvants, nnd a few as apprentices, und their ploces filled.  Some of the
bigger children nre sent o uttend the Primary school. The institution cost
during 1919, approximately, Rs. 14,000, This ineludes ontside relief given
from the gates of the orphonage, which was discontinued from September.
Another important expense hns heen the 'alilic garden in front of the
i, This—nahout & neres in extent—was for months an unsightly waste,
used only for dumping rubbish and parking motor-lorries, it hoas been irri-
guted, and sown, and will in the proper season be planted with trees. A good
wall and pavements have been made all round,

Tn April and fortnightly from then onward, the Baladiyali majlis (nine
members) has met with PO, or another officer and disenssed current husi-
ness.  The edueational value of this is two-sided, and should o Municipal
constitution be adopted wherehy the officer present becomes advisory only,
this preliminary couneil would have performed o further service,

The closing balance for the year is Rs, 11,616-15.

Avruw Kuenr,

The chief fuct in Altan Kupri is the nidge, whicl was re-opened in
April.  Tts tolls are the predominant source of revenne. The cast (Rs. 76,000)
is to be repaid by tlic Municipality in six years. Tt is understood thut its
upkeep ix a Military function. "Uhe township has heen reduced by war con-
ditions to half its size or less, and was as dirty as any at the Oceupation. Tt
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normally subsists mainly on the Kaluk trade, This is now in operation but
on o very reduced scale, owing to tle liigh prices of skins and to the faot
that no axEnrt of grain down river is ocewrring. A dispensary exists in the
town, to the cost of which (e Baludiyah contributes. Troops lave been
billetted in the town, und ad one time were in the sole occupation of the left
ank. Later, in September, the owners returned to their houses. The
closing halance for the year is Rs. 5,770.1.2,

Tt was read
at Kirkuk, Kifri, Arbil and Sulaimaniyah, and distributed to the shaikhs
and officials of the Division, In the spring a special clerk and office were
taken on to conduet it; but the (liﬁil:ult)r of translation, in the re-nccupation
of officers with other work, soou made it clear that no goul uouIld result from
keeping it entirely official-run. Attempts, at first unsnccessful, were there-
fore made to find u reliable man or company to run it.  TFinally in Septem-
ber it was handed upon some simple conditions, to u compuny 1 which the
school-mnster element predominates. Its sourcos are local news and articles,
Reuter telegrams, and official notices. It noiv issues thrice o week, and s
paying its way. Its present size is more than double the original, and
cirenlation ubout 300 to 400,

Printing Press : —'1'his was iu.s{mcr.ull in August by Superintendent Goy-
ernment Press, Baghdad, aud has been vai:led with some necessary parts,
including a complete set of new type. Daper and ink are supplied regularly
from Baghdud. The rouning of the Press, owned by persons of donbtiul
werit, was not wholly sutisfactory during the first three quarters of the ‘yeur.
Tn December it was bought out by the Municipality and is now housed nnd
run in the Sarai.  This promises fo be an improvement in every way.
