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Section One claims that, since his early years, journalism has been 
an outlet of Ibrahim Ahmed’s aspiration to serve the Kurdish nation. 
Section Two lays emphasis on a precarious balance uniting Ibrahim 
Ahmed’s literary output with his political struggle. 
Part Two examines Ibrahim Ahmed’s role during the period up to 
the fall of the Iraqi monarchy in 1958. It includes three sections. 
Section One analyzes Ibrahim Ahmed's contribution to political 
organizing of the Kurdish society in the 1930s and 1940s. Section
Two examines the role of Ibrahim Ahmed in the Democratic Party of 
Kurdistan (DPK), whereas Section Three considers Ibrahim 
Ahmed’s relationships with the other Iraqi parties and organizations, 
which were evolving within the framework of his personal struggle 
for the fulfillment of the Kurdish people’s rights. 
Part Three explores Ibrahim Ahmed’s participation in the political 
struggle of his time, covering the period from 1958 to1975. It 
consists of four sections. Section One examines Ibrahim Ahmed’s 
attitude towards the June 14, 1958 Revolution, focusing on his 
struggle for and defense of the Kurdish rights during the first three 
years of Abdulkarim Qassim’s rule. Section Two considers Ibrahim 
Ahmed’s role in September (Aylool) Revolution of 1961. Section
Three analyzes Ibrahim Ahmed’s input between the years of 1964 
and 1970, briefly referring to the conflicts with the DPK leadership at 
the time, and Section Four concentrates on Ibrahim Ahmed’s 
political life between the years of 1970-1975. 
Part Four examines Ibrahim Ahmed’s life abroad from 1975 up to 
his death in 2000. It consists of two sections. Section One deals with 
his contribution in the fields of culture and publishing, and Section
Two examines Ibrahim Ahmed’s political and national standpoints at 
that period. 
Conclusion singles out Ibrahim Ahmed’s unique place in the 
Kurdish liberation movement by bringing together different aspects 
of his personality, examined and discussed in the present thesis.

Throughout the long history of humanity, leaders have always played 
an important role in all aspects of life, be it social, political, 
economic, or cultural.

The advancement of the Kurdish 
liberation movement in all places where the Kurds lived and, in 
particular, in the southern Kurdistan was one of the main concerns, 
underlying Ibrahim Ahmed’s political, intellectual and personal 
contribution. Even today, his leadership continues to have its 
inspiring and enduring impact on the political, literary, journalistic, 
and social life of the Kurdish people. 
The present research, entitled Ibrahim Ahmed (1914-2000): His role 
in the liberation and cultural movement of the Kurdish nation,
focuses on delineating Ibrahim Ahmed’s personal place in the 
Kurdish contemporary history. It covers the whole life of Ibrahim 
Ahmed, starting from his birth in 1914 and ending with his death in 
the year of 2000. The main purpose of this research is to reconstruct 
Ibrahim Ahmed’s personality by examining his role in politics, 
literature and journalism, and, by doing this, identify his place in the 
Kurdish liberation movement. 
In conducting this research, different sources were consulted, such as 
manuscripts, diaries, memoirs, articles from newspapers and 
magazines, including such magazines as Galawezh, Gzing, Khak, as
well as Zhyan, Khabat, Kurdistani New, Wulat newspapers.
The present research consists of Introduction, four parts and 
conclusion followed by a list of references.
Introduction deals with main aspects of Ibrahim Ahmed’s life, 
focusing mainly on his family, childhood, school years, marriage, 
and other related aspects of his personal life.
