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Abstract

Reduplication in Kurdish

Reduplication is a morphological process by which a
linguistic unit is repeated. It is found in a wide range of
languages through out the world. It is used both in lexical
derivation to create new words and in inflection to convey a
grammatical function.. Reduplication may be complete or
partial . Kurdish uses reduplication extensively for word-
formation to produce such concepts as, emphasis, intensity,
continuity, ...etc. . When the entire base is reduplicated, a
special kind of compound reduplication is produced. Two
types of complete reduplication can be recognized: proper
reduplicated compounds and superadded ones, where a
functional free or bound morpheme is added to the base or
reduplicated item.

In this paper the reduplicated forms in Kurdish are
described, classified and some of their rules are briefly
specified.
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
