919. Lions act like scavengers and often attack hyenas and steal their prey. 
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920. During one meal, lions can eat up to 40 pounds of meat. After they fill 

their bellies, lions will snooze more than 20 hours. 

921. Lions are easily recognized by their manes.  

922. Lioness will give birth to 1-3 cubs each 2 years. Cubs have spots at 

birth, but they disappear in time. 

923. When lion and tiger mate, new type of animal named liger is created. 

924. Long tail provides balance when lions are running, but it can be also 

used to signalize various commands to other members of the pride: "come", 

"I am flirting with you", "go this way"… 

925. Porcupine is one of the worst enemies of lions. Their sharp quills can 

be stuck in the lion's jaw for the rest of his life. 

926. Until they reach 2 years, lions can't roar. Once they learn how to 

vocalize, their roars can be heard on the distance of up to 5 miles. 

927. When new lion take over a pride, it kills all cubs that are not his own. 

In the wild, ¾ of cubs die at young age. 

928. Lions live up to 15 years in the wild, while they can survive 25-30 

years in captivity. 

929. Number of lions decreased drastically in the past couple of decades.  

930. Rabbits range in size. Wild rabbits can weigh up to 2-3 pound and 

reach 16 inches in length. Domesticated rabbits can be larger and heavier. 

931. Rabbits are vegetarians; they eat leafy plants and bark. Have excellent 

senses, but they are nearsighted. 

932. Wild rabbits have a lot of predators: hawks, eagles, raccoons, foxes… 

933. Rabbits dig holes in the ground (burrows) using their powerful hind 

legs. 

934. Rabbits are well known for their fluffy fur.  

935. Front teeth grow constantly throughout their entire life.  

936. Rabbits have 28 teeth in total. 

937. Rabbits eat their own night droppings (called cecotropes) because they 

are rich in proteins. 

938. Rabbits begin to mate when they turn three months. Pregnancy lasts 

around 30 days and in just 9 months one female can become both mother 

and a grandmother. 

939. Rabbits live up to 1 year in the wild and up to 10 years in captivity. 
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940. Wolves range in the size greatly. Larger wolves, weighing up to 175 

pounds, live in Canada, Alaska, and Russia. Smaller species of wolves, 

weighing up to 30 pounds, live in the Middle East. 

941. Color of the wolf's fur can be white, black and grey. 

942. Wolves are ultimate predators that do not have natural enemies. 

943.  They are meat eaters who hunt goats, sheep, deer, moose and other 

larger and smaller prey. They travel 30 to 125 miles daily to find the food. 

944. Wolves can eat 20 pounds of meat per meal which is equivalent to a 

man eating 100 hamburgers at once. 

945. Since the wolves' diet is composed of meat and bones, they have very 

strong jaws with 42 sharp teeth, designed for stabbing, crashing and 

shearing. 

946. Wolves have excellent eyesight. They are not able to distinguish 

colors, but their eyes are extremely sensitive to the movement.  

947. They can sense smell 100 times better than humans and easily locate 

animals that are 1.6 miles away.  

948. They also have excellent sense of hearing, which is used to detect 

sound that is 6 miles away in the forest, or 10 miles away in the open space. 

949. Mating takes place during February and March.  

950. Pregnancy lasts 63 days and female gives birth of 4 to 7 pups. 

951. Mortality rate in the wolf pack is high, 50% of babies can die due to 

different causes. 

952. Wolves reach sexual maturity between second and third year of their 

life. 

953. Average lifespan of the wolf is up to 13 years in the wild and up to 16 

years in the captivity. 

954. Closest relatives of crocodiles are birds and dinosaurs. 

955. Crocodiles live on the Earth 240 million years. 

956. They appeared at the same time when dinosaurs appeared. 

957. Crocodiles vary in size. Largest crocodile species is Saltwater 

Crocodile which can reach 13-18 feet in length and weigh up to 2200 

pounds.  

958. Smallest crocodile species is Dwarf Crocodile which can reach 5 feet 

in length and weigh up to 40-70 pounds. 
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959. Crocodiles are meat-eaters (carnivores). They have 24 sharp teeth 

which are used for killing of fish, birds, mammals and small crocodile 

(their prey). 

960. Crocodiles don't chew their food. They tear apart flesh and swallow 

large chunks of meat.  

961. Expression "cry crocodile tears" is based on the true fact - crocodiles 

produce tears when they eat. They don't cry because they feel sorry for the 

prey. 

962. Only crocodile's belly has a gentle skin. Skin on their back contains 

bony structures (called osteoderms) which make skin bulletproof. 

963. Crocodiles have excellent eyesight (especially during the night).  

964. Crocodiles and alligators are not the same. Crocodiles are larger, have 

V-shaped jaw. 

965. Alligators are smaller, they have U-shaped jaw and their teeth are not 

visible when jaws are closed. 

966. Crocodiles mate during monsoon season. Female lays 20-80 eggs and 

take care of them 3 months. 

967. 99% of crocodile babies will be eaten in the first year of their life by 

large fish, hyenas, monitor lizards and larger crocodiles. 

968. Most crocodiles live 50-60 years in the wild. Some crocodiles can live 

more than 80 years. 

969. Flying squirrel usually reaches 12 inches in length (including the tail) 

and weighs between 4 and 6.5 ounces. 

970. Males and females look alike. Fur on their backs and sides is brown to 

grey, and white on the belly. Tail is flattened and large.  

971. Although they are known as "flying squirrels", they do not actually 

fly.  

972. Flying squirrels are nocturnal (active at night) creatures.  

973. Flying squirrels are omnivores (eat both meat and vegetation).  

974. Flying squirrels do not hibernate, but they slow down their activity 

during winter.  

975. Main predators of flying squirrels are raccoons, coyotes, owls, foxes, 

snakes, birds, cats and dogs. 

976. Flying squirrels are highly social animals. They live in the holes in the 

trees, such as those made by woodpecker.  

977. A large group of squirrels can share a single hole.  
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978. Flying squirrels may share their dens with other animals such as bats 

and screech owls. 

979. Mating occurs early in the spring and sometimes late in the summer. 

980. Flying squirrels usually produce one litter per year. Gestation period 

(pregnancy) lasts 40 days and female gives birth of 2 to 7 babies.Babies are 

hairless and blind.  

981. Average lifespan of the flying squirrel in the wild is between 4 and 5 

years and between 10 and 15 years in the captivity. 

982. Intelligent people are more forgetful than those with average 

intelligence. 

983. Lack of sleep is associated with excessive worrying. 

984. Forcing yourself to forget something only causes the brain to think 

about it even more. 

985. 34% of British people believe in ghosts – and 9% say they have 

communicated with the dead. 

986. Your hair will turn gray faster if you smoke.
