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At the Turn of the Nineteenth Century 35

By the nineteenth century, Ottoman Turkish, although not widely spo-
ken, had become one of the richest and most complex languages in the
world. Tts use was limited to a highly educated portion of the ruling elite,
who employed it to conduct affairs of state and to write bureaucratic docu-
ments, literary masterpieces, and scholarly works. Ottoman Turkish could
be heard at government meetings, in literary conversations, at poetry recit-
als, and in scholarly conventions; however, even those who mastered the
language did not speak it in the market or at home, where it would not have
been understood. For Ottoman Turkish was unintelligible to an unedu-
cated native speaker of Turkish. In fact, due to its heavy debt to other lan-
guages, Ottoman Turkish was often more comprehensible to non-Turkish
intellectuals than to Turks. Only fellow bureaucrats across the empire could
follow the stilted language used in the documents of Ottoman officialdom;
a seventeenth-century “Turkish” divan (a collection of poems composed in
rhymes running through the entire alphabet) was more intelligible to a lit-
erate Iranian than to a common Turk; an educated native speaker of Arabic
would have had a better chance of making sense of a scholarly essay on re-
ligion than a simple Turk, while a Greek or Venetian could figure out more
words in a naval instruction manual than a Turk who lived far from the sea.
In a way, Ottoman resembled Latin as used in medieval or early modern
Europe. It supplanted Persian, which had served as the literary language of
the cultured upper classes during the first three centuries of the empire.
The only exception to this displacement of Persian among the elite was the
Kurdish upper class in the autonomous regions, where Persian persisted
longer.“ Those who used the Ottoman language were not necessarily Turks.
Rather, they constituted the educated upper classes of a variety of Ottoman
groups. Thus, to a certain extent the language formed a transnational link
bonding elites together within the empire and alienating them collectively
from their respective peoples. Not even all members of the bureaucracy
mastered the complexities of the imperial idiom. The gradual expansion of
the machinery of government and its concomitant evolution from a tiny
elite force to a vast cadre of bureaucrats, beginning in the nineteenth cen-
tury, exacerbated this problem. One maladroit speaker of the language
made it to the position of grand vizier in 1878. Even though he had a fair
command of written Arabic and French, his underlings could not resist
making fun of his Ottoman Turkish.”

to inflict punishment on the perpetrators of the recent outrages on the Christians at
Albakh, in Turkish territory, so long as the protection of the Turkish Government
continues to be extended to them, :

Meersa Houssein Khan to Mr, Taylour Thomson,

(Translation.) August 23, 1877,
AS it was promised to his Excellency the British Minister to let him see the Saheb
Divan's letter, in original, respecting the Shekak tribe, it is herewith inclosed, and bis
Excellency after a perusal of the same will perceive that, as stated by this Department in
its previous Memorandum, on the one hand the Turkish suthorities invite and entice the
Shekak tribe in various ways, both openly and secretly, to cross into Turksh territory for
8 holy war, and then made them join a body of 30,000 men, horse and foot. As no
provisions or forage were given to these men permission was granted to make plundering
excursions, and then, although the whole body of these 30,000 men had been engaged in
plundering, the Turkish authorities immediately claimed the plunder from the Persians
8 having been committed by the body of Shekaks, who had been invited by themselves,
alone, On the other hand, when the Persian authorities, in & spirit of friendship and
courtesy, take steps for recovering that amount of plunder which had fallen into the hands
of the Shekaks, and prepare to punish the perpetrators, they (the Turkish authorities)
immediately give a dress of honour to Abmed Agha, who took part in the outrage, and
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instigate his lawless followers to repair to Turkey, where they will be quartered near
Albagh and protected. The Persian Government is really astonished at these proceediogs
of the Turkish authorities, and feels surprised at these acts of theirs, opposed as they are
to each other, When the Persian Government asks the Turkish Legation for assurances .
that the Shekaks will not be allowed to enter Turkish territory, so that steps may be
taken for their punishment, objections are made to giving such assurances, although
whatever property which had been plundered from the Armenians and had fallen into
the hands of these Shekaks was recovered and restored, and the only thing left to be done
is the punishment of the culprits.

’l{is Department, therefore, expects that Ahmed Agha, who has received a dress of
honour {rom the Turkish authorities, and who has beea taken to Albagh, will be delivered
up, and that neither the Shekaks nor their lawless characters will be allowed to enter
Tpurkey; and that full assurances to this effect will be given through his Excellency the
British Minister, so that suitable measures may be adopted for the punishment of the
offenders.

His Excellency will, of his sense of justice, no doubt agree as to the equitable nature
of the demands made by this Department. '

The Deputy Governor of Aserbaijan to Meerza Houssein Khan.

(Translation.) August 1877,

THE Sheikh-ul-Islam of Salmas having addressed to me a lotter, I have the honour
to inclose it for your perusal. Of the property of the Armenian villages of the district of
Bayazid, whatever was in the possession of Ali Khan and his people has been restored.
The person who was the main cause of these proceedings is Ahmed Agha, the son of Ali
Khan, whose arrest and punishment you have ordered. He has fled into Turkish territory,
where he has been received and given a dress of honour and assurances (of safety) ; he
has also been promised quarters in the neighbourhood of Albagh. This is at variance
with the complaints made by the Turkish authorities, who, on the one hand, complain that
the Shekak tribe has gone and plundered the villages inhabited by the Armenians, whilst,
on the other, they give a dress DF honour to Ahm:g Agha and protect him. Your High-
ness must discuss the subject with the Turkish Legation and make the necessary arrange-
ments, so that Ahmed Agha may not be allowed to remain in Turkey. He must be duly
punished. To tell the truth, the evil doings of the Shekak have passed all limit. In all,
they pay a revenue of 2,000 tomans a year tothe State and plunder people to at least the
amount of 50,000 tomans per annum, This tribe must be entirely got rid of or a proper
punishment inflicted upon them, so that in future they do not dare to go about plundering
and committing other outrages.

My Lord, . Tehran, September 5, 1877,
pues WITH reference to the outrage recently committed by the Persian Shekak Kurds on
the Christian inhabitants of two Persian villages io the vicinity of Oroomiah, which was
reported in Mr. Abbott's despatch to me of the 20th of August,* a copy of which
was forwarded to your Lordship direct from Her Majesty’s Consulate-General at Tabreez,
I bave the honour to inclose copies of two communications which I have addressed to the
Persian Minister for Foreign Affairs, urging the Shab’s Government to adopt full and
immediate measures for the punishment of the perpetrators of those atrocious acts, and
for the effective protection of the Christians of those districts from the recurrence of
similar outrages.

T also submit, for your Lordship's information, translations of the Minister’s reply
and of the instructions sent by him to the Deputy Governor of Azerbaijan for the recovery

of the property plundered, and for the punishment of the Kurds implicated in those
crimes,

UNDER the instructions of Lord Derby, I addressed your Highness on the
30th ultimo, on the subject of the outrages committed by Persian Kurds on the Christian,
population of Albakh in the Turkish territory, and in your reply dated August 3, you
informed me that all the Persian Shekak Kurds who haé crossed into Turkish territo
had been brought back to the frontier with their Chief, Ahmed Agha, the son of Ali
Agha, the head of that tribe in Persia, and that stringent measures had been taken for
the recovery of the plundered property and the punishment of the persons by whom these
acts had been committed,

Your Highness stated in the above communication that the Turkish local authorities
had promised to receive and protect any Persian Shekak Kurds who might go over to
Turkey, and that this proceeding had rendered it difficult for the Persian Government to
punish the guilty persons of that tribe, as, if pressure were put upon them, they would
at once withdraw to Turkey. But this, as a motive of action, can only be recognized
to a very limited extent, for if, on this score, impunity was to be accorded to these lawless

};:e, it would inevitably lead to every kind of atrocity and crime being committed
them.

’ Recent acts committed by this same tribe in the neighbourhood of Oroomiah amongst
the Persian Christian population call imperatively for immediate and energetic action on
the part of the Persian Eovemment. From information which has just reached me from
Tabreez, it appears that, while the Ikbal-ed-Dowleh was receiving Ali Agha, the Chief
of the Shekak tribe, with apparent cordiality at the military camp at Salmas, where a
robe of honour had been conferred upon him, villages had been laid waste by the Shekak
tribe in the neighbourhood of Oroomiah, and women, in many instances, violated, and
that these outrages had resulted at Girdabad and Terghever in the death of eight
Nestorians.

The Persisn Government are well aware of the feelings of indignation which have
been excited throughout Europe by similar outrages alleged to have been committed at
various places in the belligerent States; and, if intelligence is now spread of acts ot
the above nature having been committed in Persia, while the country is in a state or
peace, and the military resources of the Government in the district are more than
sufficient for their repression, your Highness will readily conceive how seriously the name
and interests of Persia will be compromised.

Knowing how repugnant the occurrence of such acts must be to the feelings or
His Majesty the ShaE, and how opposed they are to the intentions and wishes of the
Persian Government, I cannot doubt that they will at once adogt the necessary measures
for vindicating the authority of the Shah by the infliction of summary and adequate
punishment on the perpetrators of these acts, and for affording indemnification to the
sufferers.

Meersa Houssein Khan to Mr. Taylour Thomson,

(Translation.) September 2, 1877,

I HAVE undersiood the contents of your Excellency’s two notes of the 22nd and
27th of August respecting the Shekak tribe and the part which they are alleged to have
taken in plundering the Armenians of Albakh, and regarding the outrages which,
according to the report from the British Consulate at Tabreez, they have committed on
the Armenian villages in the neighbourhood of Oroomiah.

In reply I beg to state to your Excellency most respectfully that the Persian Govern-
ment, in accordance with the great endeavours which it has always made to obtain
comfort and for all its subjects, of whatever religion they may be, and to protect
them from all harm, and has never wished that the subjects of a neighbouring Power
should suffer any loss through aggressive acts, and has, as your Excellency is aware,
issued stringent orders to the local authorities of Azerbaijan to recover all pro g taken
by the Shekaks from the Armenians of Albakh, and to punish the lawless offenders.
Special Agents were also dispatched to the frontier to carry out these orders. They
succeeded in doing so to a certain extent.

After receiving your Excellency’s last two [notes] peremptory orders were also
dispatched to his Excellency the Sahib Divan to make all possible endeavours for the
punishment of those who had committed these lawless acts, after due investigation made,
and to see that full justice is done to the Armenians. Copy of this order is herewith
forwarded for your Excellency’s information, and no objection has ever been made nor
ever will be in attending to such affairs. But, I deem it necessary to bring to your
Excellency’s notice the dangers of this serious affair, which must also appear to be so to
every Government, and I have no doubt that your Excellency will also admit the same, I
alluded to them in my memorandum of the 23rd of August,* wherein I state that the
Turkish aunthorities have distinctly promised to this very Shekak tribe, of whom all these
grave complaints have been made, and whose punishment your Excellency insists upon,
that if the Persian Government should bring any pressure upon them and they cross into
Turkish territory they will be protected and the neighbourhood of Albakh granted for
their residence. Abmed Agha, their Chief, was Dpenli honoured with a dress of honour
and courteously treated. This is the reason of the audacity of the Shekaks,

It is therefore evident that until full pressure is brought to bear on this tribe they will
not yield, and should they have any property belonging to the Armenians they will not
restore it. Should the Persian Government begin to adopt forcible measures against them
they will immediately repair to Turkey and be protected, like the Jaff tribe, who went
over to Turkey and were kindly received and quarters granted to them on the frontier,
whence they are constantly engaged day and night killing and plundering end reiding on
the frontiers of Kermanshah and Kurdistan, and although the Turkish Legation has been
repeatedly asked to have them removed from the frontier it has been of no avail; the
Shekak tribe will also be stationed at Albakh, where they will be constantly raiding upon
the frontier near Oroominh;c]:lundeliug and murdering, and all the line of frontier will be
thus com‘pjletely disorganized.

No Government would force one of its tribes to abandon its country and send it into
the territory of & neighbouring Government, thus actually putting its own frontier into a
state of continual disorganization, thus incurring a loss of subjects and revenue. If the
Ottoman Legation will give official assurances through your Excellency, as the repre-
sentative of a great and mediating Power, to the Persian Government that the Shekak
offenders will not be allowed to enter Turkish territory but expelled from there, and that
Ahmed Agha, who is now in Turkish territory, will be given up, and that they (the
Turkish authorities) will abstain from protecting the Shekak tribe, the Persian Government
is prepared immediately to adopt all possible measures for their punishment.

1t is evident to your Excellency that until such assurances are given and the Shekak
tribe loses all hopes of protection from the Turkish authorities, all steps taken by the
Persian Government will be valueless, for the Shekaks will immediately seck refuge in
Turkish territory, and be beyond all control of the Persian authorities,

[Traq’s Kurdish Problem |

The armed conflict between Kurdish rebels
and the central Iragi Government continued
in August with no sign of a settlement.

The Kurdish people. although fo lowers of
Islam, are not Arabs, They speak an Indo-
European language, say they are of Aryan
stock and are strongly conscious of their own
distinet heritage, language and culture.

The Kurds have been engaged in struggle
for many years. In recent times, they rose
against the Ottoman Empire in 1843, Follow-
ing the Empire’s disintegration in 1918, the
area then known as Kurdistan became frag-
mented into north-west  Iran. south-castern
Turkey, north-eastern  Syria, a  portion of
Soviet Armenia and the northern area of
Iraq.

544
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In 1946, an independent Kurdish republic
was proclaimed within what is now Iran,
under the leadership of Mustafu Barzani and
the Kurdish Democratic Party (KDP). The
new republic had a very brief existence and
following its collapse Barzani fled to the
USSR. In 1958 he returned to lead the KDP
and the Kurdish drive for independence in
Iraq continued in the form of intermittent
and inconclusive guerilla warfare from 1961
1o 1970. In March 1970 the insurrection was
ended in exchange for a pledge from the
Iraqi Government for autonomy within four
years.,

In accordance with the terms of the agree-
ment of 1970, the Government produced
carly this vear what has become known as the




March Manifesto, a document which outlined
proposals for regional sutonomy in Kurdish
areas of northern Iraq. Basic differences
immediately became apparent between the
demands of the KDP on the one hand and
the Government's plans for a solution of the
problem on the other. Their differences
related to the boundaries of the proposed
region, the degree of autonomy to be granted
and the extent of Kurdish representation in
the Iragi cabinet,

In brief, the KDP interpreted the proposals
as doing little more than creating a new prov-
ince in northern Irag with all real power
essentially remaining with the Ba'athist Gov-
ernment in Baghdad.

The situation, which basically revolved
around differing interpretations of how the
Kurds (who may number as many as 2,000,000

which would make them some 18 per cent
of the country's population) should be incor-
porated into the Iraqi national framework,
subsequently  deteriorated.  The KDP  was

given 15 days from 11 March to accept
the proposals contained in the March Man-
ifesto. It failed to do so. The military con-
frontation developed gradually, and although
Baghdad Radio does not provide extensive
coverage, Kurdish Radio broadcasts  give
accounts of what is described as intense fight-
ing between the Kurds and Government
forces.

It seems nevertheless that the Tragi Govern-
ment has not put the full strength of its
forces against the rebels and has to an extent
reliecd on economic persuasion and attempts
to win over enough support among Kurdish
opinion to achieve its aims. However, the
fighting remains heavy and apparently indeci-
sive,

A prolonged conflict could have important
implications for the political scene in Irag,
and the rate of economic development might
be affected while resources are diverted to the
armed services,

The Malaysian Elections

The National Front in Malaysia had @
overwhelming victory in both the federal and
state clections on 24 August. So far (with the
results of 24 federal seats in Sabah and Sara-
wak still 1o come) the National Front has
won 120 of the 154 seats in federal Parlia-
ment

The Mulay parties in the National Front,
UMNO and the Islamic party (PAS), won all
the seats they contested (61 and 14 respec-
tively), Of the Chinese-based parties in the
Front, the Malaysian Chinese  Association
(MCA) won 19 of the 23 seats contested,
GERAKAN five of the L scats contested
and the People’s Progressive Party (PPP), one
of the four seuts contested, The Malavsian
Indign Congress (MIC) won the four seuts it
contested.

The opposition parties in peninsular Malay-
sia won only ten federal seats, compared with
13 held at the pme Parliament was dissolved.

IRAQ: One million Kurdish people
are to be displaced from their
traditional area in the north and sent
to the south of Iraq, according to the
Kurdish Patriotic Union (UPK).

For this reason, the UPK and another
Kurdish organisation, the Kurdish Democratic
Party (PDK), are demanding the
recommencement of guerrilla warfare against
the government,

*Mustafa al-Barzani: leader o
Kurdish guerrillas.

The Kurdish people, who have a long history
of opposition to the central government, as well
a8 a distinctive culture and language, are to be
replaced by Arab people from the south.

In March 1975, an agreement was struck
between Iran and Iraq, which appeared to
effectively end the Kurdish struggle, until these
latest developments were reported in the
French Le Monde (September 14).

Now, new skirmishes have begun. In June, a
police post was attacked at Amadiya. But the
struggle is hamstrung by shortage of weapons,
which were handed over by the Kurds in return
for a guarantee of no reprisals for guerrilla
fighters.

The Shah of Iran had for years supported the
Kurds as a way of destabilising the left regime
in Iraq. He made his position clear in an
interview published in the Tehran daily
Kayhan (17.9.75):

“.... we did not invent the Kurdish revolution
but merely faced it as an existing reality ... the
Kurdish revolution offered itself as an
opportunity for us to take advantage of ... "

At the same time as the Shah did a deal with
the Iraqis - withdrawing arms supplies and use
of safe rear areas - guarantees were given by
them of Kurdish cultural and regional
autonomy.

According to the Le Monde report, this may
have been partly implemented. A French
journalist who visited the area reports that 600
schools have been built where the families may
choose teaching in either Kurdish or Arabic. A
section of national radio and a range of
magazines appear in the Kurdish language.

Economic development projects have begun.
But there are a number of catches.

In order to enter university, astudent must be
proficient in Arabic. The Le Monde journalist
noticed that upon entering Kurdistan (the
province where they are concentrated) the
number of police posts increased and there was
more apparent activity by the army.

And in any case, the breaking up of the

Kurdish nation by mass displacement
overrides any local rights given by Iraq. D

288 Elisée Reclus
lausuu tastd: , Kaifongin juutalaisten
yksimielisen todistuksen mukaan he
kuuluvat Asserin heimoon ja ovat
tulleet Kiinaan Han-kuningassuvun hal-
litessa.

The old story of the sheep who

sia. The people of Urumiyah called,
in November, on the Persian
troops to protect them from the Kurdish
Sheikb, Obeid Ullah; the Sheikh was
driven back, but the troops stayed, and
are committing frightful ravages through-
out all the rich wvalleys of that region.
Towns are sacked, women surrendered
to the brutality of the soldiers, and men
bebeaded. The leader, Timour Pasha,
was ordered to send back a certain num-
ber of Kurdish heads to Tabreez, and not
having been able to make up his tale
from the army of Obeid Ullah, he takes
them from the shoulders of the people
whom he came to protect. The barbarity
of these fighting hordes on the under
side of the world seems to belong to
nightmare storics of ghouls and their
doings. One Soonnei Hadji was com-
pelled to take his children’s heads in his
skirt and march with them through the
camp. The peaceable Nestorian Chris-
tians have been attacked by Timour
Pasha, and many of them murdered.

The Kurdish
Sheikh, robber though he was, seems to
bave had some vague notions of
civilized warfare while conducting his
raid. He granted safe comduct or pro-
tection to the missionaries, and b&?‘hn
his exploits on coming down from
mountain fastoess by crucifying thirty
of his followers for outrages on the peo-
ple of the lowlands. His raid was de-
