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CHAPITRE II

La Quarantaine de Pindj

T e IouIt: —
cles). — Aloxan: e
a Mossoul (Ninive) — Histoire et deseription
de cette ville.

J'ai oublié de dire que pendant mon court séjour a
Téhéran, au mois d'aot précédent, la présence du cho-
léra y avait 6té signalée, jetant la terreur parmi cette
population souvent et cruellement éprouvée par le redou-
table fléau. Cependant, & la date de mon départ, les

ravages, étaient si peu considérables, que I'on comptait a
peine huit a dix cas par jour. Mais au fur et & mesure
que je m'éloignais de la capitale persane, les nouvelles
devenaient plus alarmantes, soit que I'épidémie progressat
avec rapidité, soif plutot par I'effet d'une frayeur conta-
gieuse quiaccroissaient de proche en proche les bruits
exagérés répandus par les voyageurs le long de la route.

Dés Hamadan, japprenais que le nombre des victimes
était journellement d'une cinquantaine; a4 Sennéh, on
disait cent ; c'était deux cents sur le territoire turc.

Les Orientaux, dans leur fatalisme, n'avaient jamais
usé des quarantaines pour se préserver de l'invasion des
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maladies épidémiques et méme les plus certainement con-
tagieuses. Mais on se souvient de I'émotion que produisit,

vers cette époque, I'apparition, en Kurope, du choléra-mor-
bus, apporté par les pélerins revenus de la Mecque. Une

convention diplomafique imposa a la Porte, pour I'avenir,
I'emploi des moyens préservatifs usités en Occident. De
telles précautions contrariaient fort l'apathie turque,
pendant que cette exigence européenne froissait I'amour-
propre national; aussi ce fut avec un sentiment treés-
prononcé d'irritation et de mauvais vouloir que les quaran-
taines furent établies, et, a l'occasion, rien de ce qu'on
peut faire subir aux Européens en fait de malices et de
vexations, ne leur fut épargné. Dés Daskeran, javais

appris que je frouverais probablement & Pindjwin un
fonctionnaire spécial envoyé de Constantinople, avec des

pleins pouvoirs, pour organiser les mesures de surveil-
lance nécessitées par la situation sanitaire de la Perse.
En arrivant dans ce bourg, je sus qu'on l'attendait d'un
moment a l'autre.

Le premier qui me recut fut le maitre de la douane, et
Jappris malheureusement par lui que le Mudir civil, & qui
Jj'étais recommandé, était en tournée pour quelques jours(i).
A cause des circonstances javais eu lattention d’établir
mon campement 4 quelque distance du bourg, quand, vers
le soir, je vis arriver d’abord le harem du chef de la Qua-
rantaine et bientét ce personnage lui-méme. Sa vue ne
m'annongait rien de bon. Il est impossible, en effet, d'ima-

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giner rien de plus mal héti et de plus répugnant a la fois,
que ce petit homme avec son gros ventre qui s'avancait en
ballonnant, péniblement aidé par deux jambes courtes et
enflées comme deux poteaux mal équarris. Ce buste difforme
était surmonté d'une face blafarde, aux joues pendantes,
animée par deux yeux de fouine oi percai
tiale du chrétien. Avec un pareil physique
(c'était son nom) ne pouvait éire que grossic .
N'écoutant méme pas mes observations, il me condamna,
le mot n'est pas de trop, & une séquestration de huit jours
dans ce qu'il lui plut d'appeler la mosquée du pays. Cette
soi-disant mosquée consistait en une longue piéce carrée,
fermée seulement de trois cotés, comme un falar persan.
On y entre par une petite porte qui fait face au coté
ouvert, lequel domine le sol de quelques pieds. La-dessous,
se trouvait un tas d'ordures aceru, chaque jour, par les
Tures qui avaient choisi cet endroit pour la satisfaction
de leurs plus sales besoins. A vingt pas, en face, existe
une petite enceinte en pierres, au milieu de laquelle est
un bassin, ombragé par un saule magnifique. Clest la
qu'on faisait les priéres pendant que joccupais la véritable
mosquée, qui, quoique ouverie, sert parfaitement pendant
l'hiverl les Kardes se souciant peu du froid, pontre lequel
ils sont aguerris des leur plus tendre enfance. J'étais
dans ce lazareth improvisé sous I'eil de mon gardien, de
mon geolier plutot,[le Mudir de la (:)uaranlainel comme
il se faisait appeler, lequel habitait & une cinquantaine de
metres, de Iautre coté du ruisseau qui coule pres de la
mosquée.

Le lendemain de mon arrivée, je recus sa visite. Je
navais rien a attendre de lui, 4 en juger par un de ses
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propos qui me fut rapporté. « Voila un Frengui, avait-il
» dit & mon tshalwadar, qui pourra témoigner qu'en Tur-
» quie les quarantaines ne sont point un jeu. » Aussi
m'attachai-je & luirendre la plus désagréable possible cette
visite, quil me faisait évidemment pour me narguer. Elle
avait de nombrenx témoins ; mes domestiques d'abord, pri-
sonniers comme moi, ensuite les quatre zaptiés, hommes
de police, qui accompagnaient le mudir, et enfin une
vingtaine de Kurdes que la curiosité avait groupés devant

louverture de la mosquee. Lorsque Naleh-Eftendl entra,
Jétais assis sur mon lit de voyage, que javais fait dresser
dans un coin. Je ne bougeai point, et comme le mudir ne
m'avait point salué en enirant, je me dispensai, & mon tour,

de le saluer. De blafard, son visage devint cramoisi.
N'ayant rien pour sasseoir, il fut bien foreé, de rester
debout, et complétement interloqué par cette réception,
aprés avoir pendant quelques instants roulé de grands
yeux, il sortit brusquement au milieu des ricanements des,
Kurdes qui avaient assisté 4 sa déconvenue et en parais-

saient fort aises. Saléh-Effendi avait voulu m’humilier, en.
m'exposant ainsi en public. comme une sorte de héte

curieuse ; il n'avait fait que provoquer en ma faveur une

plus grande sympathie de la part de cette populaiion
native qui respecte I'Européen autant qu'elle hait le
Ture.

Les huit )ours passés la me parurent un siecle. Le
troisiéme, le mudir civil, Ahmet-Beg, étant rentré de ses
courses, ne craignit pas de venir me voir et chaque jour
il renouvela sa visite. Il m'apprit qu'il était cousin ger-
main de Mahamet-Pacha que javais connu gouverneur a
Kerbelah, comme lui d'origine kurde. Cette famille, la
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vérité m'oblige de le dire, sest enrichie, de pere en fils,
par le pillage comme tant d'autres chefs de tribus de ces
environs del Souleimanié}l. lAutrefois indépendants Id_e' la
Porte, ces chefs vivaient en vrais brigands, commettant]
les plus grands exceés, indifféremment conire les Tures e
les chrétiens, et, pour un rien, joignant le massacre a laj

rapine. Leurs descendants: sont aujourd’hui soumis et le
mudir de Pindjwin passe pour I'un des hommes les plus
civilisés de la contrée. Il s'en vantait lui-méme et quoique
ses entretiens, a cause de son ignorance de toutes choses,
m'aient souvent été cause d'un mortel ennui, je dois rendre
justice a la complaisance et a la bonté dont ce brave
homme ne cessa d'user & mon endroit. Son crédit n'alla
pas jusqu'a faire lever mon inepte séquestration, mais pen-
dant les trois derniers jours, il m'obtint de mon féroce
cerbére la permission de faire a cheval, diment accom-
pagné, quelques petites excursions. Quant a lui, il me
comblait de prévenances et m'envoyait tantot du miel,
qui est exquis et tout parfumé par les fleurs des mon-
tagnes, tant6t une perdrix, un quartier de mouton, ete.,
refusant tout paiement pour me soulager, disait-il naive-
ment, dans les frais d'un si long voyage.

Mes trois ou quatre promenades tout prés du village
n'eurent lieu que vers le coucher du soleil. Je navais

qua me louer des habitants que je rencontrais et qui me
prévenaient par un salut trés-sympathique; les femmes
non voilées me montraient de jolis visages. Les habita-
tions sont mieux construites que celles que javais rencon-
trées jusque-la. Les cours sont entourées de fortes haies

en jones tressés pour se metire i Uabri des voleurs. Pindj-
win compte environ deux cents maisons dont une quin-
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zaine appartiennent a des juifs, qui sont, ici, sous la
direction spéciale de leur chef ou ketkhoda du nom de
Levi-Aly. Ces juifs s'occupent surtout de drogues et de
médecine. Dans tout le Kurdistan, ce sont eux qui fabri-
quent les belles couleurs avec lesquelles on teint les fils
de soie, de coton et de laine qui servent & la confection
de ces superbes tapis, pﬁincipalc industrie du pays. Ils
se sont méme, a cet effei, disséminés dans toutes les
contrées, et presque dans chaque village, de Sennéh &
Souleimaniéh, on trouve une famille juive faisant ce com-
merce. Les couleurs qu'on emploie sont exclusivement
végétales. Le beau jaune est produit par I'écorce de la
grenade, le noir avec une substance tirée des Indes; il y
a, en outre, dans le Kurdistan, un arbre appelé le Zalouw,
dont les juifs sont parvenus a extraire cing couleurs
différentes, suivant qu’ils s'adressent a I'écorce, au bhois,
A la feuille on a la fleur. lls tirent d'autres nuances du
endjits ou caroubier qui ressemble tant a T'olivier par le
euillage et pour le fruit. Les plus riches tapis et les
hales kurdes, dont quelques-uns sont fort beaux, se font

avec la lame excessivement soyeuse des chévres difes
d’Angora qu'on éléve en trés-grand nombre dans la con-
trée. Rien de joli comme la toison de celles de ces chévres
qui sont blanches, avec leur robe ornée de milliers de
boucles argentées.

La vue, du haut des collines qui entourent f’indj\vin,
est monotone, mais grandiose. De quelque c6té qu'on jette
les yeux, ce n'est qu'une succession de chaines de monta-
gnes surgissant I'une derriére I'autre, et toutes couvertes
des memes forets de chenes verts, meies darbrisseaux
plus petits. Partout, également, croit la vigne sau-
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vage, rampant a terre ou saccrochant aprés les arbres.
[ Ce Dol Almed-Deg prenait toutes 1es precautions pos-|
sibles afin que je ne fusse pas volé, et chaque nuit, il fai-
sait veiller une douzaine d’hommes autour de ma demeure
dans lintérét de ma sécurité. Dans une seule nuit, il
envoya jusqu@a quatre fois pour voir s'il n'était rien arrivé
a mes lévriers. Il y a une quantité d'ours dans le pays,
qui descendent le soir, jusqu'au milieu des jardins; ils
sont pareillement friands des fruits, de sorte que les habi-
tants se voient obligés de veiller dans leurs vergers, non-
seulement contre les voleurs, mais aussi contre les ours.

De mon lazareth je voyais trois fois par jour les musul-
mans, qui sont ici du rite sunnite, faire leurs priéres. Ils
se mettent sur plusieurs rangées, les uns derriére les
autres; un mollah se tient en avant et invoque trois fois
le nom de Dieu| Allah! Allah! Allak!Jpuis tous marmot-
tent la méme priére et l'on dirait, pendant un quart
d’heure, un grand bourdonnement d'abeilles. Ces costumes
de différente couleur. ces turbans également bariolés, ce

mélange d’hommes de guerre avec leurs grands pistolets
et leur khanar (épée courte)et de vieillards, dont quelques-
uns centenaires, tout cet ensemble composait un tableau
bien fait pour tenter et inspirer un peintre.

L'une des visites qui m'intéressa le plus, fut celle de
deux Derviches qui arrivaient du Khokand, accomplissant
pour la seconde fois le pélérinage de la Mecque. Ils étaient
vingt-trois a faire ce voyage et ils avaient suivi une cara-
vane retenue comme moi, mals moins sévérement, en
quarantaine. Ils me raconteérent qu'ils avaient mis six
mois pour venir du Khokand jusqu'a Téhéran. D'aprés ce
quils me disaient, les négociants de la ville de Khokand,
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Le gouverneur, Omer-Pacha, était une créature de
Namik-Pacha, lequel m'avait remis pour lui, en partant
de Bagdad, une lettre particuliére de recommandation
jointe & mon bouyourouldi ou passeport. Dés la veille, je

lui avais fait remettre le tout par mon domestique Jussouf,
détaché en avant pour le prévenir de mon arrivée. Jussouf
mattendait & une demi-licue de la ville, en compagnie
d'un chef kurde de grande mine, nommé Abdou-Rhaman-
Beg, dont la maison avait été désignée par le pacha pour
me recevoir. Celui-ci, en termes des plus cordiaux, se
mit entiérement 4 ma disposition. Mais la véritable déten-
tion que je venais de subir, I'état de maladie et de surexi-
tation nerveuse dans lequel m'avaient mis les dix jours
précédents me rendaient ’humeur peu accommodante. Ce
fut, pendant le reste de la journée, un long débat, que je
me reproche, enire ma mauvaise humeur croissante et
I'inépuisable complaisance de cet homme. Arrivé devant
sa maison, je refusai dy entrer, alléguant que je voulais
m'établir sous ma tente. 11 s'empressa d'en faire dresser
dans son jardin une fort belle a lui. Je dis qu'il me fallait
la mienne, quoique de heaucoup plus petite, entendant
étre chez moi. Cette scéne, dont je reconnais tout le ridi-
cule, se renouvela & l'occasion du manger. Pour me bien
traiter, le brave homme avait engagé un cuisinier qui, &
Iheure du diner, me servit un trés-confortable repas.
Méme refus : je voulais ma cuisine & moi, afin d'éfre bien
sr qu'on ne m'empoisonnerait pas dans un pays ou l'on
avait juré ma mort. Je ne savais véritablement plus ce
que je disais, m'exaltant moi-méme en parlant. Mon hote
ne répondait rien et restait la consterné. A la vue de ce
réel chagrin qui assombrissait sa belle et bonne figure,
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mon exaltation tomba peu & peu, et lui tendant la main :
« Non, lui dis-je enfin, vous étes bon et jai confiance en
« vous. » J'acceptai son diner, qu'on resservit dans sa
grande tente, ou je fis également porter mon lit. Je n'ai
jamais vu un homme plus heureux, quoiquil ne me fat
guére possible de faire honneur 4 son repas.

Les trois premiéres journées se passérent sous la tente
et presque sans sortir du lit. J'étais réellement malade,
les entrailles en feu, pas d'appétit et un accablement de
tous les membres, avec fievre, qui m'inquiétait. C'était le
commencement d'une affection dyssentérique qui ne me
quitta point pendant tout le reste de mon voyage. Mes
fatigues antérieures y étaient pour quelque chose, mais
les froides nuits de Pindjwin avaient déterminé le mal.
Je fus parfaitement soigné par mon hote, Abdou-Rahman-
Beg, ainsi que par sa famille, et de nombreuses visites
vinrent, dés le lendemain de mon arrivée, me témoigner

de Iintérét qu'on me portait. La premiére fut celle d'Omer-
Pacha. Lui sorti, ce fut le tour du Mufti, Mollah-Ahmet ;
puis vint le Kadi, Nakieb-Seyid-Effendi, bient6t suivi de
plusieurs autres. Je les entendais s'entretenir en persan et

4 dem1-volx de mon état. s nen auguralent rien de bon,
et eroyant que je ne les comprenais point, ils se commu-
niquaient leurs inquiétudes. « Je ne crois pas qu’il s'en
« tire, » disait I'un. — « Dailleurs jamais Européen n'est
« sorti d'ici, » ajoutait un autre. — « Ainsi, leur dis-je, vous
« me croyez bien malade? » Ils hésitaient 4 me répondre :
« Dieu est grand! s'exclama enfin I'un d'eux. » — « Oui,
« repris-je, il est grand, mais il est bon aussi, et il ne
« voudra pas que je meure loin de ma patrie et de ma
« famille. » Ce fut pour moi comme un coup de fouet, sous
6
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café et en fumant, dans des pipes turques, de l'excellent
tabac de Lataki¢h, dont le Pacha m'avait fait présent.

Souleimanieh compte une {renfaine de familles chal-
déennes (catholiques), pauvres, misérables, a la différence
des chrétiens de Sennéh, qui sont presque tous dans 'ai-
sance. Clest la le reste d'une chrétienié autrefois floris-

sante, mais cruellement décimée par 1q fanatisme kirde
Opprimés, pillés, massacrés, les Chaldéens, emportant
leurs vases sacrés, se réfugiaient au désert. Aujourd’hui
la persécution a cessé; ces chrétiens ne sont méme plus
tracassés : ils n'ont pu se relever toutefois, et vivent, je
dois le dire, dans une abjection profonde, dont ne peuvent
certes les retirer leurs deux prétres, qui s'étaient empres-
sés de venir me voir.

Oncle et neveu, mariés lI'un et lautre, se détestant
cordialement, ils étaient en guerre continuelle, et lors-
qu'ils se mettaient en état d'ivresse, ce qui arrivait souvent,
leurs querelles, parfois, dégénéraient en pugilat. Quelques
jours auparavant, sur la plainte du neveu, qui avait regu
la plus forte dose de coups, I'oncle avait été condamné par
le Pacha a vingt-quatre heures de prison. Chacun de
leur c61é, en se diffamant réciproquement, ils vinrent me
demander une auméne que je ne pouvais refuser i leur

trop réelle misere. Dans cette partie du Kurdistan les
prétres chaldéens sont obligés, pour vivre, d'exercer un

métier; ceux-ci étaient fabricants de cordes. Voulant me
témoigner leur reconnaissance, ils m'annoncérent qu'ils
allaient célébrer une messe pour le retour de ma santé et
I'heureuse continuation de mon voyage, m'invitant a y
assister. Je m'y rendis, j'en fais I'aveu, par pure curiosité.
Ce fut une transformation véritablement surprenante, et
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je ne saurais assez louer la dignité de 'oncle, qui officiait,
et la parfaite tenue du neveu, qui l'assistait. L'église de
Souleimaniéh n'est qu'une grange avec un autel d'argile.
La cérémonie fut vraiment touchante, surtout au moment
de T'élévation : le prétre tenant l'hostie consacrée avec
ses deux mains, se tourne vers les fidéles et I'éléve par
trois fois au-dessus de sa téte pendant que l'assistance fait
un grand bruit comme a loffice du Vendredi-Saint, qu'on
appelle les Ténébres. Souleimaniéh compte, en outre, une
quinzaine de Juifs. Le reste de la population, qui peut
monter & six mille habitants, est musulman du rite sun-

nite ou turc. Je n'ai décrit aucun monument ; la ville n'en
posséde aucun, pas méme la résidence du Pacha, qui
mérite une mention.

Suffisamment reposé et me croyant guéri, je _me remis
en route dans la matinéde du jeudi 10 octobre. Cette pre-

miére journée me conduisit q village insignifiant,
en passant padllay, Bao, Merdéh] qui sont de véritables

hameaux, et en {raversant une assez mauvaise riviére

appelée le Tadjeroud. Je n'y trouvai, pour m'abriter,
quune sorte de grange mal fermée, triste gite vu ma
situation, car, dés les premiéres heures de cheval, la
fiévre m'avait repris.

By a ‘friendly’ government they mean one that
is subservient to Moscow. ... Until that end is attained, the Soviet gov-
ernment will not be intevested in stability or good government in Persia ...
They want the kind of government that can be purchased, hood-
winked, or intimidated; but when the government becomes one of
pro-Soviet quislings, order will return quickly to the North.”

How much does the present regime serve such Soviet aims and
would any likely successor regime serve them better? As vou know, [
believe this regime is, in best Arab tradition, highly nationalistic and
opportunistic. (Its special hatred and fear of the local Communist Party,
current lovefeast notwithstanding, is a helpful additional buttress.) The
regime’s actions since the IPC settlement and particularly since the June
30 abortive coup accurately indicate the independent direction Iraqi
policy will take if its domestic problems become manageable.
