The current report is the result of a joint work between a group of people inside and
outside of KRSO. KRSO presents its gratitude to trade, analysis and dissemination
departments in KRSO for their contribution and their dedication in producing this
report. It also extends its deep appreciations to tourism board, restaurants and
hotels complexes that contributed to renew the frame of tourism establishments. It
also extents deep thanks to directorates and fieldworkers of statistics directorate in
Kurdistan regions’ governorates for their contribution in this survey and last but not
least, KRSO very much appreciates the performance of all owners of tourism
establishments in Kurdistan region who cooperated with field teams in providing
information which made this report achievable.
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Introduction

Tourism sector is of great important in Kurdistan Region. This sector has a significant
share in contributing, supporting and developing national economy by attracting
remarkable wealth to the country. It can create more job opportunities - associated
businesses - and attract labor force in different parts of this sector like hotels,
restaurants, entertainment places, trade markets, and national industry markets.
The amount of money earned in tourism sector could contribute to improve the
country financial asset and make a strong economy. As far as tourism
accommodation establishments - hotels, motels, and tourism complexes - are the
most important needs for tourism activities, KRSO tried to demonstrate the service
size provided by this sector in Kurdistan region throughout this report.

Kurdistan region statistics office
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Definitions
Tourism establishment: Tourism establishment refers to a place to live or stay that
includes hotel, motel, apartment, house, and tourism complex.

Hotel: Is a place that provides accommodation for people to live or stay temporarily
instead of their homes. This place contains all essentials for living like, bed,
bathroom, and toilet. Hotel needs to offer services for more people (more than that
living at home). Hotels run by people who have skills in hotel field.

Hotels are classified by the size of the offered services. In Kurdistan Region they are
defined as follows:

Luxury hotels: five-star hotel
First degree: four-star hotel
Second degree: three-star hotel
Third degree: two-star hotel
Fourth degree: one-star hotel
National hotel: without star

Motel: Motel refers to a place outside cities provides travelers with a place to live
and parking. The services offered by motels are less than what offered by hotel.
Motel is categorized as two stars. In Kurdistan Region motels located in cities and
categorized by the size of services that are offered by motel.

Hotel Apartment: it refers to a place used as hotel to provide travellers with more
space than a normal room with a place for serving food and other services. It is
categorized by the services that are provided.

Tourism complex: it contains a group of tourism buildings where different services
are provided and categorized by the services that are provided. These places are
categorized by the services that are provided.

Reserved room: refers to the room or rooms that travellers have already reserved
and paid for in order to stay or live in.

Number of guests: it refers to the number of people or travellers who are local or
from other countries that stay in tourism centers for a specific time period that
should not be less than a day.

Number of night stays (reserved bed): it contains the number of nights that guests
stay in tourism centers for a specific time period. The number of night stay during a

month or a year should be equal or more than the number of guests during this time
period.

Cost of sleeping: it is amount of payment which travellers pay for the time they stay
in tourism establishment. Food, beverages, cigarettes and likes are not included.

Income from tourism centers (except sleeping cost) : it refers to income achieved
from tourism centers for the services they offer like, food and beverage services,
swimming place, bathroom, laundry, internet, car, ceremony holding, hall,
exhibition... etc.

Building ownership
Public: it is a governmental building and owned by government.

Private: it is a private building and owned by a person, company or a group of
companies or persons.

Mixed: it is a building jointly owned by government and private sector.

Administrative ownership:
In term of administration, the tourism units divided into public, private and mixed as
above.

Legal status: companies are legally divided into several types as defined below:

1. Personal company: this type of company owned by a common person who
takes a part of responsibility and has no limitation for all related to company.

2. Partnership or Joint venture company: this type of company comprises of
several person —not less than 5 persons- who have their own share out of the
total share and have the responsibly for the depts by the value of their share.

3. Limited liability Company: this type of company comprises of several
persons- not more than 25 persons- who have their own share and have the
responsibility of all related to company each by the value of their share.

4. Joint stock Company: is a company that comprises of several common
persons-not less than 20 persons- who have their own share and have jointly
unlimited responsibility of all related to the company.
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The survey methodology in brief

The comprehensive tourism establishments survey conducted in cooperation and
coordination with tourism board in Kurdistan region every year. Conducting tourism
establishments survey needs an update frame in which the name and number of all
tourism establishments inside Kurdistan region borders have been recorded by
administrative units in order to manage field work and field team in governorates’
statistical directorates. The information on all tourism establishments of the previous
year gathered through a standard questionnaire which has been prepared for this
purpose in the first half of each year by the trained interviewers. Before doing field
work, a training course would be opened for field interviewer at the level of
governorates on how the questionnaires to be filled in. following the field work and
returning the questionnaires back to KRSO, the data would be edited and coding
would be done for some questions in the questionnaires by an expert team to
prevent the least errors before passing the data entry stage through a database that
has been prepared by CSPRO system for this purpose. Data cleaning would be done
by data entry supervisors. After that, it would be analyzed and tabulated at the level
of governorates and type of tourism units through SPSS package. Following
publishing the results in form of tables and figures, the most important indicators
would be figured out in a report to be used by related users in making policy in this
sector in Kurdistan region.

Coverage:

The information has been gathered from all establishments (hotel, motel,
apartment, tourism complex) across Kurdistan region’s governorates that have been
in operation during the reference year.
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Main results

1. Figure 1 shows the number of tourism establishments which comprises of
hotels, motels, apartments, and tourism accommodation complexes that is
711 units in 2013 with an increase rate of 10.08% comparing to 2012 where it
had 614 tourism units. Also figure 2 shows the percentage rate of tourism
establishments in Kurdistan region’s governorates, where, Erbil governorate
recorded the highest rate (50.63%) followed by Sulaimani governorate
(24.75%) and Duhok governorate (24.61%).

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2. Figure 3 and 4 show the number and percentage rate of workers in tourism
establishments in Kurdistan region 2013. The figure shows that the number
of workers is 5831 in 2013 and comparing to 4880 workers in 2012 it shows a
rise of 19.04%. Erbil governorate recorded the highest rate (64.17%) of
workers comparing to Sulaimani governorate (20.35%) and Duhok
governorate (15.46%).

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3. Figure 5 and 6 reveal the total wage and payment in kind and the percentage
rate that has been paid to workers in tourism establishments in Kurdistan
region in 2013. The total wage and payment in kind is 38.6 billion Iraqi dinars
in 2013 and comparing to 27.2 billion Iraqi dinars in 2012 it raised by 41.69%.
Of this, 73.5% of wage and payment in kind in 2013 goes to Erbil governorate
followed by Sulaimani governorate (15.94%) and Duhok governorate
(10.30%).

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4. Figures 7 and 8 present the total number and percentage rate of guests in
tourism establishments in Kurdistan region for 2013. The total number of
guests reached 2,872,681 guests in 2013 comparing to 2,091,571 guests that
recorded in 2012, by 37.34% growth in 2013. Erbil governorate recorded the
highest rate of guests (75.12%) followed by Sulaimani (15.37%) and Duhok
governorate (9.57%).

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5. Figures 9 and 10 show the total number of night stay in tourism
establishments in Kurdistan region in 2013. The total number of night stay
reached 6,607,132 in 2013, where, it shows a growth by 23.48% compared
with 2012, reaching 5,350,340 nights stay. Erbil governorate recorded the
highest rate of night stay in 2013 accounted for 69.38% followed by Sulaimani
governorate (16.82%) and Duhok governorate (13.78%).

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6. Figures 11 and 12 show the total income and distribution rate of income in
tourism establishments in Kurdistan region in 2013. The total income
recorded 328.1 billion Iraqi dinars in 2013 and compared with 253.6 billion
Iraqi dinars in 2012, it shows a growth by 29.37%. The tourism units in Erbil
governorate had the highest income (81.34%) compared with Sulaimani
governorate (12.37%) and Duhok governorate (6.27%).

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7. Figures 13 and 14 reveal the total expenditure and percentage rate of
expenditure in establishments unit in Kurdistan region for year 2013. The
total expenditure is 168.1 billion Iraqi dinars in 2013, by 73.48% rise
compared with 97 billion Iraqi dinars that recorded in 2012. Of the total
expenditure in tourism units in Kurdistan region for year 2013, the
governorates’ share is as following: Erbil governorate recorded 74.0%,
Sulaimani and Duhok governorates recorded 16.54% and 9.45% respectively.
