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Abstract

The Typology of Kurdish Language

Typological Linguistics is an attempt to classify
the languages of the world into groups in terms of
their similarities. It can operate at all Linguistic
levels (Syntax — Morphology ... etc).

First Typological classification was proposed by
Wilhelm von Humboldt (1768 — 1835). He established
three main groups of languages on word structure grounds.

1 — Agglutinative languages, in which words
contain a linear sequence of morphemes, as in
English, Turkish, Kurdish.

2 — Fusional languages (Inflectional), in which
words typically contain more than one morpheme,
but there is no one to one correspondence between
these morphemes and their liner sequence the word
contains, as in Sanskrit.

3 — Isolating languages, in which its words are
invariable, as in Chinese and Southeast Asian languages.
Recently two other types have been suggested which are:

4 — Infixing languages in which one affix is
added within a root or stem, as in Arabic.

5 — Polysynthetic or (Incorporating) languages
in which the words demonstrate morphologically
complex and long word forms.

Analysis proves that Kurdish Language falls
within polysynthetic type.
