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Nergal and Anishka under the cow in Kur-Dilmun. Full moon's face shows from

Dilmun's son... Nergal has stepped on the lion.

This lion 1s called Urcula or Sherkola or Galzo.

Gaudan on the galzo and Mshka or mouse and Wrist is the place of the

Mashiakh on the gawdan.

The Mashka(Waterskin) is in the middle of the double Cows or
Gaupatsha(Doppelginger) or Tashub. On top of that, the new moon crescent is

Naram Sin.

On top of that, Bargash or Jupiter's ruler and Mardukh.

Next to it are three points, Khall Khas (Eli Khas, Tre, Holy Trinity, Khas Se,
Khsh-Sha, Khshe). Then Anlil and his arrow. After him there is a head and a
fish, that is, the fish-soil(ash) or the spirit of life. Then Dumuzid is stand with

both hands raised, that is, the two worlds above and below.

Amurru , Martu, aka "Bél Sadé". He might be the same as the Biblical "El
Saddai who is the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the "Priestly source" of
narrative. Amurru also has storm-god features.He bears the epithet raman
'thunderer’, and called bariqu 'hurler of the thunderbolt' and a god of the
deluge'.. Amurru's wife is ASratum (see Asherah) who in northwest Semitic

tradition appears as wife of the god El.
