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party with the society of Jiyanewey Kurd (Reviving the
Kurd) in the Kurdistan of Iran.

The fourth section deals with the situation of this party
with the national and patriotic events in Iraqi Kurdistan and

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is necessary to write about this topic in order to demonstrate
the obscure points of the role of Hiwa party; besides, its
being the pioneer party which supported the process of
awakening the national consciousness for the Kurdish
people, for it was known to have a secret organizing and
political proceed and it became a party after it vanished.
Basically it was the center of Kurdish political parties. The
thesis is divided into a preface, introduction, four sections, a
conclusion, and a group of attachments. The preface
contains an overall about the Kurdish parties and
associations which were formed before the establishment of
Hiwa party.

The first section deals with the rising up of Hiwa party
and its political formations.

Kurdistan and it involves two parts: the first concentrates on
the relation of the party with the society of Khoybon

This thesis sheds light on a Kurdish secret political
organization, which is Hiwa (hope) party. The role of this
party became prominent in an important historical period in
the history of the Kurdish people, due to what this period
witnessed from dangerous and critical events including the
outbreaks of Second World War (1939-1945) and its
impacts on the Iraqi Kurdistan. In addition, some other
political and ideological societies and currents were
concerned of the Kurdish issue in that time. As for Hiwa
party, it was like a vessel around which the majority of
these currents gathered. Hiwa was founded in 1939 in
Kirkuk upon the background of Darkar Association which
was founded in 1936 in Erbil; then, it was altered into
political party which had its prominent standing, and most
of the Kurdish social classes turned around it.

The importance of this subject is represented by the fact
that it is related to the struggle of the Kurdish people, plus
there is no academic study or research that covered this
topic and even the studies that tackled this subject do not
talk its role in details, how it is formed, and its social and
classic structure. The main reason of that might be the
